Meeting Minutes
 
Town Board Members Present:  Mayor John Whiting, Dennis McKenzie, Brenda Kozlowski & Brent Broadhead.   Absent:  Wayne Winterton, Also present: Ramie Winterton, Clerk; Brian Preece, City Planner; Chuck Keefe, Public Works.   Visitors: Jeff Whiting, Boy Scout; David Hendricksen, and Bob Kowallis.
Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Prayer:  Ramie Winterton
Pledge:   
Meeting Minute Approval:  The minutes for April’s meetings on the 5th and 19th were approved with a motion made by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.

Due to the City Planner’s need to catch a plane item number 5 was moved forward on the agenda.  
Berm Ordinance Parameters: Brian Preece explained what he had found from other entities regarding berms; common heights and widths.  After reading the sheet of criteria regarding berms given them the Town Board asked if Brian would include a 90 day time frame for landscaping the berm in order to control dust.  With that added stipulation the Board recommended that it be given to the Planning Commission.
Jeff Whiting/Eagle Scout Project:  Mayor Whiting asked if his son could present his ideas for an Eagle Scout Project for the Board’s consideration.  The Clerk interjected that because he was not on the agenda that the Board could not make a decision on his proposal.  Jeff’s proposals included: 1) planting trees on the West side of the Cemetery or 2) a sign in the Park that says “Welcome to Charleston.”  Jeff gave more details about the kinds of trees, costs and different sign options.  Mayor Whiting asked if the Board was willing to donate money for this project or if fund raising would need to be done.  Town Board Member McKenzie said he thinks that the Town should donate the tree money.  In the end, it was recommended that Jeff draw up a more detailed proposal, listing costs, and submit to the Board at the next meeting for a final decision.  He was complimented on his presentation.

Monthly Financial Report:  The Clerk reminded Mayor Whiting that the financial reports still needed to be approved.  With that a motion to accept the Financial Reports for April was made by Brenda Kozlowski, and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  The vote was unanimous.

Budget Proposal for FY 2013:  Each Board Member was given a copy of the proposed budget.  Mayor Whiting went over each line asking for comments or concerns.  When he came to the category of wages Mayor Whiting said that he would like to give the employees a 3% cost of living increase.  Dennis McKenzie interjected that he feels like Chuck is not paid enough for all the responsibility he has.  The Mayor said they would take it under advisement and asked the Board what they would recommend regarding this.  No one said anything so the Mayor asked the Board to think about it and they would talk more.  It was recommended that the Town Board hold a work meeting when Board Member Winterton could attend to discuss raises.  It was scheduled for May 9th at 6:00 P.M.   
Per Diems for Trainings:  Mayor Whiting presented to the Board the idea of giving anyone who is attending trainings out of town a stipend for the purchasing of meals.  Different figures were thrown around and after some discussion it was decided to have the Clerk ask other entities what they allowed and report back to the Town Board at the next meeting.  It was decided that the expenses for spouses would not be reimbursed; only lunch/dinner for one of the days would be offered.   Mayor Whiting said he would like this to be retroactive for Dennis McKenzie and Chuck Keefe and the Road School Conference in St. George.  A motion to accept the State of Utah per diem rate for the days of the conference only and to reimburse for mileage to and from the conference, as well as, to make this retroactive for the St. George Road School conference was made by Brenda Vincent and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Weekend and Holiday Rentals:  Mayor Whiting began by stating that Chuck is very busy during the summer and he did not feel it was necessarily fair for him to have to be on call every weekend as well as holidays.  The Board wanted him to be aware that they are available to help open and close if Chuck has other plans and needs assistance.
Volunteer Insurance Coverage and Physicals:  The Clerk was asked to find out if volunteers for the town are covered by the Town’s insurance and what they are allowed to operate under this coverage.   She found out that volunteers are covered under the workman’s comp policy but not reimbursed for wages.  They are also authorized to use the heavy machinery or any device the Town owns.  If a volunteer hurts someone or breaks something that will be covered under the Town’s liability policy.  Due to Dave Hendricksen’s age, he must have a physical exam in order to renew his CDL.   The Board instructed Dave to have his physical and bill the Town.  
Cleaning Schedule for Public Works: Chuck was given a list of items the Board would like to see done for the building and park pavilion.  Mayor Whiting apologized for springing this on him but wants everyone on the same page so that the expectations are the same.  Mayor Whiting stressed that this isn’t a list that should create overtime.  
Terry Edwards/ Memorial Hill Preservation Society:  This organization was represented by Danny Hoffman, Gary Campbell, John Parks, and Terry Edwards.  They mentioned that there are over 2000 veterans from the valley represented on Memorial Hill in Midway and it cost $20,000 to put all those names in stone.  Unfortunately, their funds are drying up and they would like a donation from the Town of Charleston.  An account of all of the activities that are done by this society for veterans was given.  When finished they thanked the Board for listening to them.   The Board asked that this item be put on the work meeting agenda for discussion.  

Misc & Committee Reports:  


Water District - They will be working on the 3400 W. pipes and expect to be finished 
by June 30th.  Then the Town will have the roads repaired with assistance from the 
Water District.   The Clerk recommended that the Presidents of both Boards 
communicate and reach an agreement about this in a proper fashion.  

Road Bids- The bids from Geneva Road, Kilgore, Morgan and Staker for the 
resurfacing of 3400 W. were reviewed.   Dennis McKenzie recommended going with 
Staker or Geneva.  After much discussion a motion was made to hire Geneva to 
resurface 3400 S. to 3600 S. without including the Probst driveway by Brenda 
Vincent, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Micro-sealing or Slurry Sealing will be 
decided at the next meeting.

Leasing of Backhoe-Several estimates was given for the possibility of leasing a new 
backhoe.  Due to the expense it was decided to forgo this option.

Health Dept.- There is one case of tuberculosis in the County from an immigrant.

HP&L-Has been doing a rate study review and it showed several ways the company 
could save money without raising rates. 

Memorial Day Rental- The Clerk has been approached by the Ostmann family who 
would like to rent the 
Town Hall on Memorial Day and asked if the Board was in 
favor of that.  They said it would be fine.
