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Work Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

Wage Compensation Discussion:  Mayor Whiting began the discussion by saying that he had looked at other 5th Class Cities, the same classification as us due to population.  This was presented by the Clerk to the Board.  The Mayor reviewed the numbers and indicated that Charleston Town pays less than most 5th Class Cities.   He asked for the other Board Member’s feeling regarding this topic.  There was some discussion about the Heber City and Midway comparison.   The Mayor indicated that at this time the Public Works Manager is getting paid more than ever before and the Clerk less than ever before.  
During the proceedings of this Work Meeting Town Board Member, Wayne Winterton, made a motion to close the meeting concerning the job performance of Town employees. This motion was seconded by Dennis McKenzie and the vote unanimous.  The meeting was closed at 6:11 p.m. and the Clerk, as well as, the public left the room.  

The meeting was opened again at 6:32 p.m. with a motion from Wayne Winterton, seconded by Dennis McKenzie and a unanimous vote.  
Mayor Whiting continued the work meeting by saying he would like to see the Board grant a 3% cost of living increase with an extra hour a day for the Clerk.  A motion to give Chuck and Brenda a 3% cost of living increase was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  The voting was unanimous.  
At this time, Wayne Winterton recused himself from the room due to a conflict of interest. A motion to give Ramie Winterton, Clerk, a 3% cost of living raise plus 1 more hour a day was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  The Clerk thanked the Board for their generosity.  

Donation to Memorial Hill Preservation Society:  The Board members indicated that they felt the need to honor the valley’s veterans. A motion to give a one-time donation of $500 to the Memorial Hill Preservation Society was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.  

Noting  that President Winterton from Charleston Water had not yet arrived, the Clerk interjected that earlier in the day the representative for the Child’s development had stopped by the office and indicated that they were not going to complete the barn this year.  The Clerk emphasized to Rod Allred (the rep.) that the Board would not be happy about that and he asked that a list of concerns be emailed to him.  The concerns noted by the Board are as follows:

Without use the weeds would become a problem and add to the 



unattractiveness of the building.

Promises made were not kept.

Road Preservation:  Paul Winterton, President of Charleston Water SSD, said that the district had opened the bids for fixing the pipeline on 3400 S. and that Witt Excavating had been the low bid.  He conveyed that the majority of work would be finished by mid-June and finalized by the end of June.  He offered to have the SSD pay the town for fixing the section of road they would be excavating.  It was decided that the Town would not pave up Calvin Probst’s Lane this year and discussed replacement of the culverts in that section of road.  
Meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
