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  Meeting Minutes
 
Town Board Members Present:  Mayor John Whiting, Wayne Winterton, Dennis McKenzie, Brenda Kozlowski & Brent Broadhead.  Staff:  Ramie Winterton; Clerk, Chuck Keefe; Public Works, Brian Preece; City Planner.  Public:  Bob Kowallis, Jenny Keefe,  Rod Allred, David Hendricksen, Jeff Whiting, & Jacob Wight.   
Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Prayer:  Brenda Kozlowski
Pledge:  Dennis McKenzie
Meeting Minute Approval:  The minutes for May’s Town Board Meetings on the 3rd and 9th were approved with a motion made by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.

Financial Reports:  The Clerk mentioned to the Board that the revenue for 2012 was ahead of what was projected and the expenses were as budgeted.  With that a motion was made by Wayne Winterton to accept the reports for May, which was seconded by Brent Broadhead.  The voting was unanimous.

PUBLIC HEARING/ 2013 FY Budget:   The hearing was opened at 7:06 p.m. for public comment on the Budget.  Bob Kowallis asked several questions regarding the reasoning for the administrative salaries, maintenance for the building, truck repair & maintenance anticipated expenses.  He asked several questions as well, regarding several revenue sources.  Bob mentioned that he felt it would be worthwhile if the Town paid of its bonds early and asked if this was a possibility. After answering his questions the Public Hearing was closed by Mayor Whiting at 7:20 p.m. 
Resolution #2012-04/ Adoption of the 2013 FY Budget:   After closing the public hearing Mayor Whiting asked the Board Members for comment regarding the budget.  No comment was made so a motion to adopt the budget as proposed was made by Brenda Kozlowski, and was seconded by Wayne Winterton.  A roll call votes was taken and all Board Members voted aye.
Rod Allred/Child’s Property:  Mr. Allred thanked the Board for allowing him to visit with them.  He said that he understands their concerns about the Child’s project being halted and was there to answer their questions.  Mr. Allred explained the reasons for the Child’s moving to California which is the reason for the disruption in construction.  Mayor Whiting stated that his position was that of disappointment in that the Board was promised that the facility would be world class and now the structure is a very large unattractive building which may be in that state for 4 or 5 years.  He commented further that as a resident he’s disturbed by the breach of promise.  Rod gave each of the Board Members a letter from the Childs.  Mayor Whiting stated that he was concerned with a sentence from the letter that says “we as 
strongly feel that we will and are supposed to return to Utah.”  Mayor Whiting said that concerns him because that sounds like the Childs are unsure if they will return to Utah.  Several other Board Members stated that they disliked the look of exterior and would feel better about a delay in construction if the exterior was finished.   Brian Preece, building inspector, said that there were several things that have to be completed right away.  One is the fire sprinkling system.  The structure has wood walls and wood paneling which are combustible.  Once combustibles are on the structure fire sprinklers are required.  Brian continued by saying that when Rod returns there will have to be structural engineering data provided on how the sheer walls have held up.  Rod said that he understood that and knew what was required when the Child’s are reinvested in the project. Brian said that finishing the outside would save the sheer walling. Rod commented that he communicated with the Childs about the possibility having to wrap the outside several times.   Rod said he would welcome all comments and if put in writing would then address these concerns with the Child’s.  The Clerk optimistically said that she would have a hard copy to Rod within a week.  
At this time Town Board Member  Dennis McKenzie left the building due to illness.

Jeff Whiting/ Finalization of Eagle Scout Project:   Jeff was invited to approach the Town Board regarding the trees he would like to plant in the cemetery for his Eagle Scout Project along the west entrance.  He gave each Board Member a print out of the trees he has chosen, a price list, and information about seed, top soil, and soil pep.  Brent Broadhead objected to the planting of flowering trees saying they would attract deer and encouraged the planting of pines instead.  Other Board members said they thought it would be possible to plant flowering pears and to protect them with caging for a time.  After further discussion regarding the prepping of the area and access to water it was decided for Jeff to check Wal-Mart and other local nurseries for possibly another tree that won’t attract deer.  
Slurry Seal for Roads:  The discussion turned to slurry and micro sealing the roads in Town.  Wayne Winterton asked about the difference between the two.  The difference in process was explained by Brian Preece.  Mayor Whiting stated that after investigating micro sealing he had too many reservations about it and thought slurry and chip sealing is what should be done in Town.  The Board asked Chuck Keefe to tell them which roads need which process.  He feels that 2400 south needs something done soon.  The Clerk gave the Board estimates from the Town Engineer, Wes Johnson, about how much it would cost to slurry seal different roads in Town.   Mayor Whiting asked to have Wes come and inspect the following roads and give a final recommendation regarding their surfacing needs; 2400 South, Winterton Circle, 3000 west, 3600 South, & Cemetery Road.
Resolution #2012-05/ Town Hall Rental Policy:   Several parties that have been held in the Town Hall have paid to hold the events until midnight.  Unfortunately, this has led to alcohol, smoking, & damage on the premises. As is in the contract, the deposit was kept and a letter sent to the renter and in addition to this the Board asked the Clerk to draft a resolution.  This resolution states that there will be no rentals past 11 p.m. for any reason, & the protocol for a non-resident and his sponsor to rent the building. The Clerk also asked for an update in the rental contract to prohibit water features.  A motion to adopt the resolution as stated and change the rental contract was made by Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Wayne Winterton.  The voting was unanimous.  
Meet the Candidate BBQ:  Due to the redistricting of the Senate and State Legislature, Charleston Town has been given new representation unfamiliar to most residents.  The Clerk presented an idea for the Board’s consideration that would allow the town residents to meet its new senator and representative as well as their opponents at a BBQ held in the Park.  She said that she had spoken to many Town residents and that they all indicated that they liked the idea very much and since there would be no “Picnic in the Park” this year the money usually used for those could be used for this one summer event.   With this explanation Brent Broadhead asked who the candidates that would come would be.  It was explained that Senator Hinkin, and Representative Powell already committed to coming and that their democratic opponents would be invited also. Other representatives would be invited and we would  see who would come.    In a very loud voice, Town Board Member Broadhead said that he didn’t think the Town should do it and have any part in it.  He said that we would not be able to get Orin Hatch or anyone of importance to come so what’s the point.  The Clerk tried to explain that because the Town is in a new district it would be valuable for the residents to meet their new district leaders.  Brent Broadhead said in a hostile tone that there had already been chances to meet the leaders during the caucuses and that the town should not pay for anything like what was being proposed. (Our senator did not come to the caucuses because he did not have an opponent in the Primaries.)  Town Board Member Winterton agreed and due to the fierceness of Brent’s opposition the issue was dropped.  
Pasture Fence Repair:    There are two acres behind the Town Hall that is leased out to stock owners for pasture.  The fence is in severe disrepair.  A bid for $5000 came into the Town that includes labor and material.  Brent Broadhead recommended that the Board let the pasture burn and not fix the fence.  With the $500 that was spent in sprinkling pipe, he said he did not feel it would be worthwhile to keep it rentable.  When the contract was signed with Lynn Fautin the Board agreed, as the landlord, to fix the fence.  Chuck was asked to get more bids and report back to the Board. 
MISC & Committee Reports:   

July 24th Celebration – Brenda said she would buy the groceries for the breakfast and 
the Board voted to have the morning bombs go off this year.  

Culverts- There was a short discussion regarding the culverts that need replacing on 
3400 W.  It was decided that Chuck and Dave would replace them.  

HP&L-  Bonds were refinanced which saved the company $600,000.  
Meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
