Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Prayer:  Brent Broadhead

Town Board Woman Kozlowski opened the meeting by welcoming everyone and excusing Mayor Whiting.
Meeting Minutes Approval:  The Meeting Minutes from 8/9 & 8/23 were passed unanimously with a motion from Brent Broadhead that was then seconded by Wayne Winterton.
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for August were passed with a motion made by Wayne Winterton, which was then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
DUP/Grace Broadhead:  The organization, Daughters of Utah Pioneers, approached the Board asking for permission to put a plaque in the Town Hall showing that this organization existed in Charleston Town.  After hearing Grace’s proposal the Town Board gave her permission to put a plaque in the Town Hall.
Mel McQuarrie/ Bingelli Annexation Landscape Plan:    Mr. McQuarrie appeared before the Board and apologized for missing the previous meeting.  He showed the Board a design concept similar to what was done in front of the gravel pit along HWY 189.  The Town Board Members approved his design.
Annual Financial Report for Charleston Town FY 2012.:   The Chief Financial Officer, Ramie Winterton, reported to the Board the findings of the Financial Review for 2012.  She highlighted the following:  1) Net assets at year end were $3,849,292, which is an increase of $155,897.  2) Total Revenues increased by $350,568    3) Total Expenses decreased by $12,920.  Each fund was reviewed in detail and she reported the Town of Charleston is fiscally sound.  
Finalization of Berm Ordinance #2012-04: The Town Board asked for several changes to this ordinance which was made such as adding a no fee permit requirement.  Side and rear set-back numbers were also added.  With these changes there was a motion to approve the ordinance as written by Dennis McKenzie, seconded by Brent Broadhead.  A roll-call vote was taken.
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The Town Board was then encouraged by the Town Planner to send letters to all those who currently have berms notifying them of this change.  Board Member Winterton was then asked to take pictures of all berms in Town for documentation purposes.  

Sign Ordinance Amendment #2012-05:   The Board members present were informed that Mayor Whiting had asked for an amendment to the Sign Ordinance which would allow for signs in the Park or other areas in Town to be placed announcing this area as Charleston Town.  This would allow Scouts to complete these signs as part of their Eagle Scout Project.  A clause was written to the current ordinance which would allow the Board to determine on a case by case basis whether a sign could be enlarged to due area, surrounding land, etc…. Board Member Winterton protested this amendment saying that he felt the standards should be the same for everyone, especially in the RA-1 Zoning.  He said that he thought the sign size specifics should only change in a commercial district.  With this the Board decided to send this ordinance to the Planning Commission for their ideas.

MAG Survey:  Every 10-15 years a survey is sent out to the residents of Charleston investigating their current thoughts and feelings regarding growth and other issues.  Mountainland Association of Governments drafted a survey for this purposes which will help with the updating of the General Plan.  This survey was reviewed and with a few wording and location changes approved by the Board.
Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Brent Broadhead:  Board Member Broadhead said that Carol Barney has approached 
him about using the Town Hall for her annual Halloween Party.  The Board decided 
to let Carol use the facilities without cost.  He also said that Terry Shoemaker would 
like to lease the ROW by his home.  It was decided to have the Shoemakers come in `
and discuss this with the Board.  Brent also mentioned that Vern Carlson was still 
very upset about his chipped headstone.  This will be discussed at the next Town 
Board Meeting.  

Brenda Kozlowski: She mentioned that there had been complaints about the state of 
the grass at the cemetery.  Chuck was instructed to get estimates from local 
companies about spraying and fertilizing the cemetery lawn to be presented at the 
next meeting.  
Meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
