Meeting Minutes Approval:  The Meeting Minutes from September were passed unanimously with a motion from Brenda Kozlowski, this motions was seconded by Dennis McKenzie.
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for August were passed with a motion made by Brenda Kozlowski, which was then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Terry Shoemaker/ Possible Leasing of ROW:  Terry Shoemaker approached the Board and thanked them for their public service. He continued by saying that he has always had interest in the property between his and the Carlson’s property which is a town easement.  Terry is interested in purchasing the property over leasing it.  He would like to make the property look nicer. There was a bit of conversation regarding if the Town owns and is able to sell those easements or not.  The easement is contiguous to several properties and may not be easily disposed of.   The Board made note to have the Clerk check on the gas and utility easements through the property.  As well as, check with the Town attorney to verify the ability of the Town to disperse that and other right-of-ways.  

Vern Carlson Headstone:   The concrete cap below the Carlson headstone was chipped by Town workers during a burial a few months ago. Vern Carlson felt like the Town should fix it and was unsatisfied with the repair.  Chuck Keefe found a company that will replace the cap for $160.00.   The Board agreed that this was a reasonable price and to have it corrected.  
Estimate for Fertilizer & Weed Control of Cemetery Grass:   The public works presented the Board with three estimates for controlling the weeds at the cemetery.  Chuck Keefe recommended that the spraying be done Spring and Fall.  Brenda Kozlowski gave a heart-felt apology to Chuck for a misunderstanding regarding the watering of the upper cemetery grass.  It was decided to have it sprayed in both seasons and to use the cemetery fund to pay for the service
Christmas Party Planning:  The Town Christmas party will be held December 3rd.  Dinner will be served from 6-7:30 p.m.  Town Board member McKenzie promised to attend this year.  The Board decided to repeat last year’s French Dip Sandwiches, salad, and cake. Wayne Winterton will be asked to cook the meat.  Ramie and Brenda were assigned table decorations, and kiddie treat.  It was also decided to purchase a new Christmas tree that is pre-lit.
