  Meeting Minutes
 
Town Board Members Present:  Mayor Whiting, Brenda Kozlowski; Dennis McKenzie, Wayne Winterton & Brent Broadhead
Staff:  Ramie Winterton; Town Clerk, Brian Preece; Town Planner, Chuck Keefe; Public Works.  Public:  Bob Kowallis, Trent Davis, & David Hendricksen
Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Prayer:  Brenda Kozlowski
Pledge:  Wayne Winterton
Meeting Minutes Approval:  The Meeting Minutes from October were passed unanimously with a motion from Brenda Kozlowski. This motion was seconded by Wayne Winterton. Voting was unanimous.
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for October were passed with a motion made by Wayne Winterton, which was then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Business License Application/ Trent Davis: Home Occupation Internet Filter Co. :  Mr. Davis submitted a Conditional Use Application for a Home Occupation Internet Filter Business that was approved by the Planning Commission. He is approaching the Town Board about the granting of a business license. He explained to the Town Board that his business would be mostly internet sales which will be drop shipped from the manufacturer or from his home.  He would receive 1-2 shipments per month to his home for supplies.  A motion to grant Trent Davis’s a business license was made first by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.

Commercial Property Proposal/ Kimball Strickland:   Mr. Strickland was not present at this time so the issue was set aside for a moment.
Proposal for the Allowing of Rental Property/Ken Hastings:  Mr. Hastings did not show to address the Board so this issue was not discussed.
Rental of Office Space in Town Hall :  Mayor Whiting asked the other Town Board Members if they were interested in leasing out the back office space to a survey company that had inquired about that possibility.  Several Board members commented that they thought it was a good idea since it has an outside entrance.  It was mentioned that an office would need to be created elsewhere for Chuck in order for this to happen.  It was discussed that an office could be built in the public works garage for him.  Mayor Whiting asked a final time if the Board was open to the possibility of renting out the back offices and the Board members said “Yes” as long as Chuck was taken care of.
Commercial Property Proposal/ Kimball Strickland:  Mr. Strickland’s arrival was delayed so when the office space rental discussion was completed, Mayor Whiting turned the time over to Mr. Strickland.  He indicated that he wanted to commercially develop his property on HWY 189 and wondered what the process was.  His piece of property is 5 acres behind the home he now inhabits.   Mr. Strickland showed a concept plan and said he would develop in phases.  He also said he would do what is minimal for the water and sewer regulations and would like access from the highway.  It was explained to him that the Town was in negotiations with UDOT at this time to gain several access from the Highway in order to develop that property commercially but that there are no guarantees as to where those access will be.  He was also told that UDOT would not give a developer access for free.  He would have to purchase that from them.  Mr. Strickland was told the first step towards developing that property would be a zone change from RA-1 to Commercial that would first go to the Planning Commission.  He said that it sounded good and would work with the clerk to receive the proper applications for such.  Mayor Whiting also stated that this did not mean Mr. Strickland has approval for his preliminary plans.  
Combined Christmas Party for Town Board and Planning Commission:   Mayor Whiting said that he wanted to have a combined Christmas dinner for the Town Board, Planning Commission, and Board of Adjustment in thanks for the time these bodies spend in the service of the Town.  He said he would like to have it at the Dock of the Bay and asked for comments from the other Board members.  There were no negative comments so the Clerk was asked to make the reservations and send out invitations to the committee members.
Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Brenda Kozlowski – She reported that the Affordable Housing Committee will be having 
the grand-opening of the Prestige Living Center for Senior Citizens which is located across 
from the library.  She gave specifics on the units.

Wayne Winterton- Nothing at this time


Brent Broadhead- He complimented Karol Barney on the Community Halloween Party 
that was held at the Town Hall recently.  He said he felt it was important for the citizens of 
the community to take responsibility and participate in these events.


Dennis McKenzie- Nothing at this time

Mayor Whiting- The Power Board has been working on its operating by-laws and a 5 yr. 
report that is required by the government.

Chuck Keefe- Inquired as to what to do with the lights from the tennis court.  He 
mentioned a few need repair. It was mentioned that HP&L was interested in them.  The 
Board ok’d dispensing of them thru surplus or to take the old aluminum pipe to a recycling 
plant.   He also said he would like the Board to consider purchasing a shed to house the 
mowers and misc. stuff that clutter the Town garages. He gave some suggestions and the 
Board asked him to get more options for them to consider of a sturdier shed.   

Christmas Bonus for Town Employees-  It was discussed as to whether give the 
Employees a Christmas bonus.  Dennis McKenzie stated that he thought that the Treasurer 
should be included in that, pro-rated to the hours worked.  He said she should get at least 
$100 to show the Town’s appreciation.  A motion to give Chuck Keefe -$500,  Ramie 
Winterton-$250, and Brenda Kozlowski - $100 was made by Dennis McKenzie and 
seconded by Brent Broadhead, with Wayne Winterton and Brenda Kozlowski recused 
themselves from the vote due to conflict of interest. 

Clerk- She updated the Board regarding the Town questionnaire, impending survey of 
Town R-O-Ws, Town Christmas Party which will be on the 3rd of December from 6-7:30.


Doolin Property- The Clerk told the Board that the berms on the Doolin Development did 
not meet the ordinance yet but the Mayor, Zoning Administrator, and Clerk met with their 
representative and felt that they could work together to find a solution.  The Clerk said that 
the current berm ordinance was too vague and needed clarification which she would submit 
to the Board in January.  It was recommended that a development agreement be used in this 
situation to limit the number of lots in exchange for latitude in the shape and size of the 
berms.  At this time the Board gave the Zoning Administrator, Wayne Winterton, the 
power to negotiate the agreement and the Mayor the power to sign the document in their 
behalf.  
Meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
