Meeting Minutes Approval:  The Meeting Minutes from November were passed unanimously with a motion from Brent Broadhead. This motion was seconded by Wayne Winterton. 
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for November & December were passed with a motion made by Wayne Winterton, that was then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Mike Peterson Commercial Development on HWY 189: Mr. Peterson had asked to be placed on this month’s agenda.  The Clerk accidentally overlooked his request so Brenda Kozlowski welcomed him and let him address the Board.  Mr. Peterson introduced himself and showed the Board a map of  the project that was approved several years ago to refresh their memory.  There was a short discussion regarding the specific aspect of the development and then Mr. Peterson was thanked for addressing the Board.  
Resolution #2013-01 Meeting Schedule for 2013:   Town Board Member Wayne Winterton expressed his opinion that meeting once a month was adequate and the other Board Memebers agreed.  A motion to accept the meeting schedule as follows; the Town Board meeting on the first Thursday of each month, the Planning Commission the fourth Thursday of each month, and the Board of Adjustment as needed, was made by Dennis McKenzie, seconded by Brent Broadhead with a unanimous vote.    
Resolution #2013-03 Appointment to the WCHD Board:  The Wasatch County Health Department Board asked that Brenda Kozlowski be reappointed to that Board for the remainder of her term as Board Woman.  This resolution accomplishes that.  A motion to accept Resolution #2013-03 was made by Wayne Winterton, seconded by Dennis McKenzie and the voting was unanimous. 
Ordinance #2013-01 Zone Change Procedure:  The Clerk explained to the Town Board that the State Code for changing the zoning of a property had been amended since initially passed by the Board in 2008.  The Legislature simplified the requirements as having to only hold one Public Hearing and one notification of adjacent property owners.  Charleston’s current policy requires holding two.  This would save the Town time and money.  With that explanation, the Clerk requested one wording change in the first paragraph of this ordinance for clarification purposes, and then a motion to accept, with this change, was made by Wayne Winterton, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting as follows:

PUBLIC HEARING on Ordinance #2013-02 Sign Code Amendment:  The Clerk began by giving a history on how this ordinance came to pass.  She mentioned that the Planning Commission had discussed and approved of it as written.  Brenda Kozlowski then read the amendment to the ordinance entitled “Section E.”  Wayne Winterton commented that he did not like the idea of a sign size being subject to the whims of the Board.  Brian Preece added that it would not set precedence unless it was exactly the same situation.  After a few minutes of discussion from the Board, Brenda Kozlowski opened up the meeting for public comment.  Ken Probst and Vicky Keller both stated that they were concerned there would be bill-boards and off-sight signs for businesses that do not reside in Charleston.   The Board assured them this would not be the case.   Town Board Member Broadhead then interjected that the advertisement for the public hearing on this issue had a date of January 4th and not the 3rd which would negate the Town’s ability to have this Public Hearing on this night.   With that the Public Hearing was rescheduled for February 7th, put on that month’s agenda, and all discussion ceased.  
Ordinance #2013-03 Berm Ordinance Amendment:   This discussion began with an explanation from the Clerk as to what was to be amended.  She mentioned that what was added was an attempt to clarify what was already written so that the developers would have more direction in their surveying of the berms and landscaping thereof.  There was some discussion as to how this ordinance would affect the James Doolin property, as well as already established berms in the Township.  It was clarified that this ordinance would not affect any current berms already existing within the Town and that before James Doolin is approved for development he will have to adhere to the ordinance or get a development agreement. Then there was more discussion regarding the sale signs that are posted on the Doolin Property as to whether that is legally acceptable.  
A Motion to accept this ordinance as amended was made by Dennis McKenzie and Seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting as follows:
