Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Meeting Minutes Approval:  The Meeting Minutes from March were passed unanimously with a motion from Wayne Winterton. This motion was seconded by Brent Broadhead. Voting was unanimous.
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for March were passed with a motion made by Brenda Kozlowski, this was then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Lieutenant Williams/Utah National Guard:  Lt. Williams educated the Town Board regarding a 2010 initiative to support the service men and women, and their families, at a local level. This initiative makes sure that resources available are being utilized by our service families.   In order to do this he asked the Board to adopt a resolution stating this support, assign a liaison to be educated regarding these resources, and sign a covenant to do so.   The Town Board and Mayor indicated that they were in favor of the program and a motion to accept the Covenant and appoint a liaison was made by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.  It was decided that the Covenant would be signed during the usual July 24th celebration and 
Lt. Williams will assigned a National Guard Color Guard to attend and conduct the flag raising ceremony.  
Resolution #2013-06/ OSHA Hazard Communication Resolution:  Mayor Whiting explained that recently a representative from the federal agency OSHA, Charlie Grizzell, paid a visit to the Charleston Town offices.  He is in charge of helping cities and towns meet OSHA regulations.  After inspecting the Town Hall, and Public Works Shed he mentioned several items that needed to be corrected.  Some of the things Charleston was cited for were a lack of fire extinguishers in all buildings, lack of hazardous material data sheets, a faulty extension cord, and no policy for communicating hazardous materials information to staff.  In order to comply, a resolution to adopt  a formal communication policy was presented.  Town Board Member Brent Broadhead stated that he did not believe that the gentleman who presented himself as being from OSHA actually was.  He felt that the fire marshal should be the one who advises about fire extinguishers and not OSHA.  After several attempts to reassure him that Charlie Grizzell was duly identified and legitimate, an exasperated motion to accept Resolution #2013-06 was made by Brenda Kozlowski, and seconded by Dennis McKenzie. Possible July 24th Pioneer Day Market/Economic Development:   The Clerk presented an idea she and Town Board woman Kozlowski had been discussing for several years for the evening of July 24th.  She proposed that a small “Farmer’s Market” type of event be held from 4 p.m. until dark so that town residents could sell hand-crafted items or food-for-consumption to parked spectators who are waiting for the evening’s fireworks display.  This would be an effort by the Town to bring back a little of the old 24th of July celebration and create opportunities for economic development.   Mayor Whiting said he is in favor of trying it as long as Brenda and Ramie were in charge.  
Cemetery; Seed or Sod? – Mayor Whiting:    Last fall trees were planted at the cemetery.  No seed or sod was planted. Now that the dirt has settled, the Mayor said he would like to sod it so that it would look nice for Memorial Day.  After some discussion regarding prices, a motion to purchase sod was made by Brenda Kozlowski, and seconded by Dennis McKenzie. Voting was unanimous.  
RA-1 Zoning Discussion – Brent Broadhead:  Brent Broadhead said that he has some questions for Brian Preece concerning RA-1 zoning and a clause in the ordinances that talks about discontinuation of use or abandonment in regards to the farming activities on Carol Barney’s property located on 3000 South.  The term non-conforming use was discussed and it was decided that if this clause in the ordinance were enforced in this instance then everyone who had done anything since 1972 when the ordinance was adopted, stopped the activity, and then commenced 
the activity would have to be contacted as well.  The issue was dropped.  It was also mentioned that the man leasing the property had a caretaker living in a trailer on said property.  This is against Town Land Use Ordinances and the Clerk was asked to draft a letter to Carol Barney notifying her of such.   
Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Health Dept. – Will be reported on next month.


Public Works – Chuck is on vacation and will report next month.


HP&L -  The EPA is cracking down on coal power plants and is encouraging natural gas 
generators.


Sewer District – Is going to hire a 2nd operator in its mechanical plant paying $30-50,000 
per year.

Rafiky’s Nursery – Has not renewed its business license for 2 years.  Wayne and Dennis 
said they would approach Cornelio Garcia about the problem.

County Council Dinner – Two dates for a possible dinner with the County Council was 
decided upon;  May 9th or 16th.
