Meeting Minutes Approval:  The Meeting Minutes from April were passed unanimously with a motion to approve from Brenda Kozlowski. This motion was seconded by Wayne Winterton. Voting was unanimous.
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for April were passed with a motion made by Wayne Winteron, this was then seconded by Brenda Kozlowski.  Voting was unanimous.
Diane Childs/ Completion of Barn Exterior:   Rod Allred, representing Ms. Childs, thanked the Town Board for allowing him to address them.  He said that he is aware of the Board’s intention for the Childs to complete the exterior of the barn located on 3000 South.  Mr. Allred mentioned several things he had been doing to maintain the property such as weed control.  He also commented that by June 1st he would know the schedule for finishing the exterior.  A drawing of the exterior was presented to the approval of the Board.  Mr. Allred then thanked the Board and said he would keep in touch through the Town Recorder.
Resolution #2013-07/ Community Covenant to Support Our Military Men and Women:  
This document is a continuation of the visit from Leiutenant Williams in April where the Board was asked to adopt a resolution supporting the Town’s military men and women, and their families.   Brenda Kozlowski read the resolution out loud and then a motion to accept Resolution #2013-07 was made by her, and then seconded by Dennis McKenzie.

Budget Proposal for FY 2014:   A budget sheet for the coming fiscal year was presented to the Board by Mayor Whiting.  He detailed all expenditures with the Board and when discussing the administrative salaries and wages proposed a $1.00 an hour raise for Chuck Keefe and Ramie Winterton beginning July 1st .  When asked for comments, there was no response from the Board.  So a motion to accept the proposed budget for 2014 was made by Brenda Kozlowski, and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.  A Public Hearing in May will be held to adopt the final budget. 
Replacement Estimates – Proposed CIF for Replacement of Vehicles:  Mayor Whiting asked the Public Works and Recorder to compile a list of the Town equipment and the replacement costs for it.  He proposed in the future that $5,000 be put away and saved in a Capital Improvements Fund for the replacement of the truck, backhoe, and other Town vehicles.  He feels that after 5-6 years of doing this, there will be enough money to have a sizeable replacement deposit.  There was some discussion about possibly getting a van or truck to run town errands in.  Then the majority of the Board agreed that creating a CIF was an important action to take.  With that a motion was made by Brenda Kozlowski to have the Town Recorder draft a resolution creating a CIF for Charleston Town Vehicle Replacement.  It was seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.  
Pasture Fence Fixed:   It was brought to the Board’s attention that the pasture fence had still not been replaced so they asked David Hendricksen about his time frame for repairing the fence.  He promised it would be done before Memorial Day.  The Board was reminded that $2000 had been allotted the previous Fall for the repairing of the fence.  Dave was authorized to use the backhoe and was instructed to contact Chuck Keefe when needing it. 
Public Works Projects for Summer:   Several summer projects for the public works department were mentioned.  The Board would like the shop painted the same color as the new building.  The Daughters of Utah Pioneers would like the monument in the park repaired.  They have $400 to put towards repairs and asked if the Town would consider contributing the remaining balance of about $600.  A motion to have the monument repaired with the Town contributing towards the cost was made first by Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Dennis McKenzie and voting was unanimous. 
Park Corner:  Board woman Kozlowski asked what the plans are for the park corner where the tennis court used to reside.  After a short discussion it was decided to leave it as-is until a decision could be made as to what to do with it. 
Deanna Binggeli:  Ms. Binggeli asked about a water connection that would service the berms that are a requirement of the annexation agreement.  She asked for permission to connect to the 4 inch water line before the inlet box in the cemetery and possibly put it on a separate meter with a shut off valve.  The Board consented and recommended that Chuck, David Hendricksen, and Ms. Binggeli meet to work out the details.   David Hendricksen was also asked to map out where the existing water lines in the cemetery exist.  
Lynn Fautin:  Mrs. Fautin asked about changing the ordinance that prohibits renting out her basement.  Due to the fact the issue is not on the agenda the Board cannot make a decision on it so the Clerk was asked to put the item on the June’s agenda.
Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Health Dept. – There have been some staffing problems and they have hired an arbitrator to 
work in addressing the issues.

General Plan – Is proceeding well and the next meeting will be on the 16th.

HP&L -  The EPA is cracking down on coal power plants and is encouraging natural gas 
generators.


Sewer District – Is going to hire a 2nd operator in its mechanical plant paying $30-50,000 
per year.

Roads – The bid for the 2 block section on 3000 South was won by Geneva.  


Cemetery – Sod will arrive on May 17th.


Bob Kowallis – Asked if the town would consider posting weight limits on 3600 and 3000 
South so that large trucks will refrain from using those roads to connect to HWY 113 to 
Midway.


Edna Byrd – Edna is Jay Price’s aunt and her husband recently died.  She is convinced that 
he was buried in the wrong spot. After reviewing the situation it was decided that Mr. Byrd 
was placed where indicated by the family.  It will cost the Town $200-300 to move him.  In 
order to move her husband the Town would need a letter from the Jay Fred Price family 
saying that they deeded the plot to Edna Byrd. The Mayor said he would call Mrs. Byrd 
and explain the situation to her and that any costs for moving him would be her 
responsibility since the Town placed her husband in the spot indicated.  
Meeting adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
