Meeting Minutes:   The Minutes for July were passed with a motion made Dennis McKenzi.  This was then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.

Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for July were passed with a motion made Wayne Winterton, and then seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.
Dr. Ryan Taylor/Pioneer Day Race:    Dr. Taylor reported on the race stating that this year they had 300 runners which was double the numbers of last year. It was totally unexpected.   He apologized that this caused a problem with the availability of food and financial hardship for the Town.  He suggested that next year 1) All Runners be charged for breakfast for them and families 2) Some sort of hand stamp for runners who purchase breakfast.  In the past the breakfast has been free to all Town Residents and Board Member Winterton suggested that continues with some type of voucher to indicate their residency.  The Board decided to think about the suggestions for a few months and before next year make a decision.  
Mike Peterson – Phase 2 of Charleston Plaza:   Mike Peterson, the developer of Charleston Plaza, reported to the Board that due to reading a report from the State of Utah regarding their future recreation projections, he’s decided to gear his development towards that aspect.  He presented plans to the Board which showed future design aspects.  The Board indicated they were favorable towards his plans and he was instructed to take it to the Planning Commission and get approval from them.   
Ordinance #2013-07: Repealing All Resolutions & Motions Regarding Nomination Conventions:  The Clerk explained that the previous way in which candidates for Town Board and Mayor, via Nomination Convention, was archaic and not done in any municipality in the State.  She also commented that it was fairer to all parties if a Primary Election was held in its stead.  She recommended that the Board adopt this resolution to repeal the nomination convention way of election.  Board Member Broadhead said that he felt the nomination convention method was fairer.  There was some debate regarding the truth of this statement.  A motion to accept Ordinance #2013-07: Repealing All Resolutions and Motion Regarding Nomination Conventions was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting is as follows:
