July 24th Fireworks Proposals for 2014:   Proposals for next year’s fireworks show were presented to the Board.  Two companies were considered; Fireworks America and Fireworks West International. There was some discussion regarding shell sizes and package deals and after a few minutes a motion was made to accept the proposal from Fireworks West International for $4,500.  This motion was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.  
 Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Public Works – Wayne Winterton welcomed the Town’s new public works director Brady 
Probst and mentioned that the Board was there to help him with whatever is needed.  


Health Dept. – Brenda mentioned that the Health Board had been dissolved by the County 
Council over the firing of the Health Department’s Director.  A new Board will be chosen 
from people who have a background in the medical and public health community.

HP&L – Bob Kowallis mentioned that all three of the Board’s mayor have repaid the 
money allotted them in the decision to give the HP&L Board insurance or a fee-in-lieu.  He 
stated that there was a public hearing scheduled regarding impact fees and capital 
infrastructure improvements on the 25th at 6 p.m. in the County Council Chambers.   

David Hendricksen – Dave said he has been working hard to get caught up on tasks left by 
the last public works man.  The Board thanked Dave for stepping in and said they have 
noticed all that he’s done.  Dave also mentioned that the cement pad for the  new kiosk 
detailing the graves at the cemetery was blocking a control panel and needed to be 
relocated.  The Recorder said she would contact Mayor Whiting and tell him of the 
situation.
