Meeting Minutes:   The Minutes for October did not record.  The Town Recorder was ill that meeting so there were no meeting minutes to approve.
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for October were passed with a motion made Wayne Winterton, and then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Charleston Plaza Phase II Approval – Mike Peterson:    Mr. Peterson was unable to attend at the last minute so this item will be placed on the agenda for January’s meeting.  
Yield Sign on 3000 W. and 2400 S. – Wayne Winterton/ New Traffic Signs – Brady Probst:    
Wayne Winterton showed the Board a map of Charleston Town.  On the 3000 S. intersection is a stop sign and on the 2400 S. end is only a yield sign.  Board Member Winterton felt that due to the increased traffic flow a stop sign was warranted.  At this time Brady Probst mentioned that he had noticed that many of the stop and other traffic sign in town are substandard to current safety guidelines.  He mentioned that by 2018 they will be required to be fixed.  It was discussed that it would cost approximately $50 per sign to replace.  Brady was instructed to keep a log of what inspections are done and which signs are replaced and when.  A motion to put a stop sign at 2400 S. and 3000 W. was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous. 
Town Christmas Party and Board Dinner:   The Town Christmas party is December 2 at 6 p.m.  The same menu as last year will be served.  The Town Recorder was asked to order the food and pick it up.  The other Town Board Members were given various assignments.  The Boards and Commission Dinner was set for December 12th at 6:00 at the Dock of the Bay.  
Employee Christmas Bonuses:  Mayor Whiting proposed that a bonus be given to the Town employees.  Ramie -$400, Brady -$200, and Brenda - $100.  A motion to approve this bonus was made by Brent Broadhead and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.   The Mayor also mentioned that Brady Probst’s 60-day probation period had lapsed.  A motion was made by Wayne Winterton to take Brady off of probation and implement the promised $1.00/hr raise as was promised.   This was seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  
Set Date for Canvassing of General Election Votes:  The canvassing of votes was set for Thursday – November 21st at 4:30 p.m.
Brady Probst – 1)Approval of Safe for Cemetery Records & 2)Banning of Straw in Town Hall:  Brady Probst approached the Board and indicated that the Town needed a fire and water-proof safe for the safe keeping of the Cemetery Records.  After researching several options Brady said that he would recommend one for $1,050 he found at a safe company. A motion to proceed with this recommendation was made by Wayne Winterton, seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting on this motion was unanimous.  

Brady also mentioned that straw, used as decoration at the last wedding held in the Town Hall, had clogged the vacuum and caused other problems with clean-up.  He asked the Board to ban straw from being used in the building.  This change in policy was approved of by the Town Board and the Recorder was asked to alter the rental contract.  
David Hendricksen- Trading of Work for Use of Building: Due to State Tax Commission regulations the Board decided to stop the trade of services for use of the Town Hall and strictly compensate Dave’s work monetarily.  A motion to do so was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
