Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.

John Whiting opened the meeting and welcomed everyone.  He then made a few remarks. 

Swearing In of Mayor and Town Board Members: Brenda Kozlowski and Dennis McKenzie were sworn in together first, and then Bob Kowallis was sworn in as Mayor of Charleston town.  John Whiting then removed himself from the head of the board room table and surrendered the position to Bob Kowallis.  The new mayor was welcomed by the other Board Members.  Bob Kowallis then spoke and pledged to the residents of Charleston that he would be ethical in his actions, govern with transparency and uphold his fiduciary assignment.
Meeting Minutes:   A motion to approve the Meeting Minutes for November 7th was made by Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  A motion to approve the Meeting Minutes for the canvassing of election results on November 21st was made by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Dennis McKenzie. Voting was unanimous also.   No meetings were held in December so there were no meeting minutes to approve.
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for November were passed with a motion made Brent Broadhead, and then seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous. The Town Recorder was asked to describe the bills on the summary sheet according to the most expensive item purchased.  The Financial Reports for December were accepted with a motion from Brenda Kozlowski which was seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  
Resolution #2104-01/Meeting Schedule for All Boards & Commissions for 2104:    This resolution outlined the standard Thursday schedule for the Board and Commission Meetings.  A motion to accept this resolution was made by Brent Broadhead, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.  
Resolution #2104-02/Town Board Assignments for 2014:  There was one change to the listed assignments.  Brenda Kozlowski was appointed as the Senior Citizen Representative for Charleston.  An Events Committee was created and added to the roster.  This committee would oversee the Christmas Party and 24th of July Celebration.  A motion to accept this Resolution, with changes, was made by Brenda Kozlowski, and seconded by Wayne Winterton. Voting was unanimous.   

NOTE:  It was discovered that the Senior Citizen Board is by invitation only and not appointed as is most of the Boards in Wasatch Co.  Therefore, Brenda Kozlowski, will not be sitting on that Board at this time.

Mike Peterson/Phase II of Charleston Plaza Final Approval:   The developer on this project, Mike Peterson, wanted to inform the Board regarding Phase II of his development that he would like to begin about the same time as Phase I.  It was mentioned that both phases have been approved by the Planning Commission.  There was some discussion regarding UDOT and the allowed accesses, location of neighbors, and the approval of the water district to expand the line to the east end of 3000 South.   Brian Preece stated that Mike would need to get the fire protection in place before a building permit would be issued.  There was some concern that Phase II would be built before Phase I which could become an eye-sore, etc…A motion to approve Phase II of the Charleston Plaza Development with the condition that Phase I would be built before, or at the same time as Phase II, was made by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Wayne Winterton. Leveling of Cemetery Headstones-Brady Probst:   Brady Probst informed the Board that there are many headstones in the cemetery that are leaning and causing obstruction during mowing.  He said that he had looked into the cost to level those and if he and Dave could not do it a company would charge $75-150 to complete the task.  That led to a discussion regarding the Perpetual Care Fund or PTIF and the rules that apply to that fund.  The topic of updating the cemetery lot and burial prices was also discussed.  The Recorder was asked to investigate the PTIF fund, Brady was asked to gather the local entities’ cemetery prices, and it was requested that this topic be placed on the agenda for February’s meeting.
Christmas Party Report:  The Recorder reported the number of guests at the annual Town Christmas party, the amount of food cooked and consumed and general success of the event.  
New Mayor Remarks:  Mayor Kowallis stated that he had ideas and concerns regarding the Town and listed a few for the record.

1)  Biggest Challenge- Roads and revenue to fix them.  He mentioned the possibility of 
working with the County to piggyback on some of the improvements they are making this 
year to reduce costs. Mayor Kowallis said he thinks it is a good idea to attend the asphalt 
conference in late February as well.  

2)  Asked the Board Members to come prepared next meeting with ideas on how to 
increase the revenue in their areas of responsibility.

3)  He would like to work with the County on the septic system issue

4)  Mayor Kowallis said that he would like the citizen’s concerns addressed quickly


5)  Every issue should be considered as to how it will affect the residents.  

Mayor Kowallis ended by asking the Board and public if they had any questions for him.  No questions were posed so the next topic was addressed.
