Meeting Minutes:   A motion to approve the Meeting Minutes for January, with corrections regarding HP&L, was made by Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for January were approved with a motion made by Dennis McKenzie, and then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous. 
Resolution #2104-03/Planning Commission Appointment:    Steven Hull was asked by Mayor Kowallis to serve on the Planning Commission.  This resolution would accomplish the filling of the existing vacant seat.  There was some discussion regarding the difference of full member and alternate positions on the Planning Commission.  The Recorder was asked to designate Steven Hull and Elizabeth Shoemaker as alternates on the Planning Commission.  A motion to accept this resolution with changes was made by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  A roll call vote was taken.

Jacob Wight/Eagle Scout Project:  Jacob had a power-point presentation to show the Board detailing his proposed Eagle Scout Project.  It contained pictures of a stone engraved with “Welcome to Charleston.” He gave examples of different types of stone that could be used, as well as, how the area could be landscaped.  It was proposed that the stone be put in the Charleston Park.  Some discussion ensued regarding the possibility of placing it at the intersection of Hwy 113 and Hwy 189.  This would require approval from the Provo River Water Co and possibly UDOT.  David Hendricksen said that he had a large stone from the old Charleston School house that could possibly be used for the sign.  Jacob Wight was given the tasks of contacting PRW and checking into the costs of engraving on the existing school-house stone.  
Employee Insurance Benefits:  The Town Recorder told the Board that she was now in need of medical insurance benefits.  The Personnel Policy states that part-time employees are entitled to insurance benefits commensurate with the hours worked.  Up until this time the Recorder has not taken this benefit because it was not needed.  The Town Board agreed to extend this benefit in the form of cash in lieu of, prorated according to her part-time status to begin with the next pay period.  
Cemetery Policy Amendment Discussion:   Board Member McKenzie informed the other board members that the current ordinance governing the town cemetery needs to be updated in accordance with Utah State Statute.  He also suggested that the burial and lot purchase price be raised to a similar amount as adjacent municipalities. This was mentioned as a prelude to a more in-depth discussion to be had at the next Town Board Meeting.   
Business License Non-Renewal:  The Recorder reported that there were three businesses in Charleston that had not renewed their yearly license.  She also stated that the current licensing ordinance should be updated as well.  The Board discussed what would be the appropriate way to enforce the renewing of such licenses.  Brian Preece said that the sure way would be for the Town Attorney to file a Cease and Desist Order on their business.  To save the Town attorney fees it was decided that the Mayor would visit the three businesses and ask for their cooperation in renewing the license.
New Mayor Remarks Regarding Transparency:  Mayor Kowallis stated that he felt the topic of Transparency is paramount and would like to see the Town do a more thorough job of making all pertinent documents public by putting them on 1) the town website the Monday before Town Board Meeting and 2) the state public notice website.  He said he would like most documents to be accessible via the internet and other medium.  The Recorder commented that within the next year that it would be required by the State for Charleston Town to post regular public documents on the internet anyway and that some documents are not considered public record. She stated that she currently makes an effort to meet the statute even though 5th class towns are not required to do so.  Mayor Kowallis then asked the Board for their comments.  There was some resistance from the Board Members with comments about how they feel no one really cares and so they feel the State requirements should suffice.  There was a lively discussion on this topic between the Mayor and the Board and in the end it was recommended by the Recorder that any transparency policies above and beyond State Statute would need to be passed by Resolution.  
Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Brent Broadhead- Mentioned that he had read in the Wave that Heber City had received a 6 
million dollar loan at 1.5% interest and was interested in the terms of Charleston’s two 
loans.  This topic will be placed on March’s agenda.


Mayor Kowallis- Asked the Board Members if they had come up with any ideas for 
revenue building since the last meeting.  Dennnis McKenzie stated facetiously that he 
believed the Town should take up moon shining.  When no other suggestions arose Mayor 
Kowallis encouraged the Board Members to give it serious thought for the next meeting.  

Dennis McKenzie – Recommended that Edd Sabey serve as an inspector for any road 
improvements made during the summer months instead of having the Town Engineer do it.
