Meeting Minutes:   A motion to approve the Meeting Minutes for February was made by Wayne Winterton, seconded by Brenda Kozlowski.  Voting was unanimous.  
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for February were discussed and the Recorder was asked by the Mayor to change the wording on the category; Heber Light and Power Joint Venture to Heber Power and Light Dividend.  With that the Financials were approved with a motion made by Brenda Kozlowski, and then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous. 
Don Robertson Annexation Petition:   Mike Johnston, from Summit Engineering, representing Don Robertson and Joyce Bell, addressed the Town Board about the possible consideration of their Annexation Petition.  The property is located at the intersection of 3000 S. and Hwy 189 adjacent to the Bingelli property.  They would like to develop the property for commercial or industrial use.  There was a short discussion regarding possible future developments on that property, water usage, & sewer. It was discovered there may be a future problem with fire protection during this discussion.  Due to the hesitation of some Board members, Brian Preece explained that this meeting was not the annexation of this property merely a vote to consider annexation in the future.  With this a motion to consider the Robertson Annexation Petition was made first by Brenda Kozlowski, and seconded by Dennis McKenzie. A roll call vote was taken.

Charleston Farms Subdivision Final Plat Approval: James Doolin approached the Board for final approval of his Charleston Farms Subdivision.  He showed the construction drawing of four building lots to the Board. After looking at the plat a discussion commenced regarding who owns the road in front of the subdivision; the Town or the County.  It was decided that each owned half and this topic would be discussed further with Wasatch County officials.  The plat was then checked that all appropriate boxes are present for signing.  James was asked for construction drawings of the water system.  They will be checked by the Town Engineer.  The Development Agreement was revisited and it was decided that the berms along the canal would have to follow the Berm Ordinance before any building permits are issued.  A motion to approve, on condition of the canal berm being modified before final approval is given was made by Wayne Winterton, seconded by Brent Broadhead.

Lyle Stott Future Subdivision Proposal:  Mr. Stott presented a plan for a future subdivision on 2900 South to the Town Board. The property is located between Alan Brown and Graham Carrs properties. He proposed 5 to 6 acre lots and said that  he thought he would need a variance, due to a lack of frontage, for a private drive.  There was a discussion about a possible water line on the South side of Mr. Stott’s property adjacent to the Carr property.  That would allow for smaller lots possibly as small as 1 acre.  Brian Preece commented that he didn’t believe a variance would be necessary with the Flag Lot Ordinance that is currently in place.  Mayor Kowallis mentioned that the General Plan Committee has discussed this area of the Town and possible future commercial development.  Dennis McKenzie protested that he had heard nothing about these plans.  It was explained that it was because it was still in committee and not a formal document yet.  Dennis commented further that he believed there were things going on in the Town that aren’t up front and right. Despite Dennis’s protests Mr. Stott continued by saying that he would have to redraw the plans due to some comments made during the discussion of fire protection, lot size, & road access.  It was reiterated to Dennis and the Board that this was just a conceptual plan for possible future development by Mr. Stott.  There was more discussion regarding the private road, lot size, and possible commercial development and future road placement. As the topic of road develop ensued, and Mr. Stott explained the usual procedure for stubbing roads, the participants in the conversation became louder and more aggressive towards each other. Dennis McKenzie explained that he didn’t care about what Mr. Stott was saying and didn’t think it was right.  Town Board Member McKenzie was lightly chastised by the Mayor and told that as Board Members they were there to listen to the public civilly.  Brian Preece explained that the procedure for stubbing road 
along developments was correct as described by Mr. Stott.  Dennis McKenzie then harshly stated that he didn’t believe that is what had been discussed in the beginning and that it had totally changed from what had been discussed about the placement of the future commercial development.  He was told that the current discussion wasn’t even about the future commercial development.  Dennis continued to rant and protest saying “that’s what was being discussed more or less.”   He angrily pointed out where the proposed commercial property would be located and was informed that the Board was discussing a proposed road for a subdivision not commercial property.  Dennis kept saying that the Mayor was changing everything he had said and that “he changes everything and won’t stick with nothn’.” (Referring to the Mayor)  Brenda Kozlowski asked Mr. Stott to clarify his intentions and asked if this was a proposal he planned on taking to the Planning Commission.  Mr. Stott said no and this plan was entirely conceptual in order to gather information about the opinion of the Town Board.  Mr. Stott loudly continued by telling the Board about other scenarios he’s dealt with in other cities in this same situation.  More discussion ensued.  Many of the Board members encouraged Mr. Stott to stay with the 5-6 acre lots in future planning.  Mr. Stott offered to propose his plan both ways and address the Board at the next meeting.  The recorder was asked to place Mr. Stott on April’s agenda.  The Mayor thanked Mr. Stott for approaching the Board and Dennis McKenzie made a final comment saying that Mr. Stott doesn’t live here in Charleston and wouldn’t know what the Board wants and just because he owns property in Charleston doesn’t mean anyone has to agree with him.  Mr. Stott was thanked again for coming in by several Board Members and Dennis McKenzie ended saying that “most developers have an idea, this one here don’t” and added this one just has a big mouth. (Referring to Mr. Stott.  

The Mayor expressed his disapproval at the way Mr. Stott had been treated.  Dennis McKenzie interrupted stating that he didn’t care and that he disapproved of the Mayor and his changing things that the Board had decided upon.  Mayor Kowallis said that he really didn’t know what Dennis was talking about but would be glad to sit and discuss it with him at another time. Dennis said that they wouldn’t chat and that only one person would be talking; him.  Mayor Kowallis said that he would sit and listen to what Dennis had to say and Dennis added the insult of “that would be a change.”  
Cemetery Resolution Amendment Discussion: Mayor Kowallis asked Dennis if he wanted to present this topic to the Board since he is over the cemetery.  Dennis said that he already had and became quiet.  So the Recorder explained how she had updated the Cemetery Resolution, according to discussions with Dennis, the Mayor and Brady Probst, and what the boxes to the right of the wording indicated.  The new laws regarding the recording of the plat were explained to the Board.  The Board was asked to look over it and discuss it at a future date.  Brady Probst then educated the Board regarding a problem with some lots that had been sold to Lynn Forakis which belonged to Brad Winterton initially. Brady tried to find out who had sold them and when, then offered the Wintertons four new lots as compensation. He was complimented on how he had handled the situation.   
Building Loan and Road Bond Update: Mayor Kowallis explained that he, the Recorder and Brent Broadhead had discussed the two loans/bonds that the Town currently owes on.  It was discovered that the Road Bond could be paid off early and the Mayor said he would like to consider budgeting next year for that.  The Recorder also explained that she had found out that the loan from the state for the improvements at the Park and Town Hall needed a letter stating the improvements had been completed and that the excess money in the PTIF account, set aside for the 
last payment and any construction costs, should be applied to the principle.  She asked permission from the Board to draft and send that letter.  The Town Board authorized her to do so.
Asphalt Conference Report:  Brady Probst and Dennis McKenzie said the asphalt conference they attended lacked insight.  One bright spot was that they had met a company who offered to come up and do a demonstration on Charleston potholes if the Town would host the event for nearby cities.  The Board though that hosting the demonstration is a good idea.  
Computer Replacement Discussion:  It was mentioned that the Public Works computer is currently outdated, seven years old, and nearly irreparable. It has failed several times in the last 3 months and has been repaired, only to have problems again.  The Board agreed that it was time to replace it and several options were discussed.  It was decided to order a tower CPU and monitor, foregoing a laptop.  The Recorder said it would cost close to $1000 and recommended that Pelorus Methods, who does the Town’s IT service, supply it.  The Board decided to support that recommendation.  
Town Infrastructure Key Distribution Discussion:  The topic of each Board Member holding a set of keys to each infrastructure in the Town was discussed.  It was decided that each member should have a set and an inventory of who has which key was taken and Brady said he would have the keys made and distributed.  
Memorial Day Program Donation and Pavilion Opening:  Mayor Kowallis stated that he would like to donate $250 to the Wasatch County Memorial Day Program and felt that it was a worthy cause.  It will be held at the Events Center on Memorial Day and no political themes are allowed.  It is purely to honor the County’s veterans.  A motion to donate $250 to the Wasatch County Memorial Day Program was made by Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Dennis McKenzie and unanimously voted upon.  
Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Events Committee- Kari and Dallen Larsen approached the Mayor about partnering with 
the Town to hold a kite flying event on the 26th of April.  The Mayor asked Wayne and/or 
Brenda to contact them to correlate and report back to the Board. 


Mayor Kowallis- Said he would seriously like to reevaluate how much the Town pays 
towards Eagle Scout projects.  He said he would read the latest bulletin on this policy from 
the BSA and report back to the Board. He also asked the Recorder to put Jacob White on 
the agenda for next month.  
 
Brenda Kozlowski- Mentioned that about a year earlier the Town Board had authorized 
payment for Public Works clothing relevant to their specific work for the Town.  She said 
that there had been some controversy on whether or not the Mayor had override the 
Boards decision on this issue.  Brenda made a motion that the Town pays for clothing 
applicable to the Public Works Director working out in the elements consisting of jacket’s, 
shoes, coats, overalls, etc… Dennis McKenzie Seconded that motion. It was explained that 
usually public works departments have an allowance for such items.  Sometimes there are 
allotments for each individual item of clothing.  Brady said he prefers a list with flexibility.  
Brenda was given the assignment of pulling the list of work clothing together.  A vote was 
taken on the motion and it was unanimous

Brent Broadhead – Was asked his ideas about when to open the pavilion for public use. He 
recommended waiting until there was no chance of the freezing of water lines.  It was 
decided the Pavillion would be opened as close to Easter as the public desired.

Dennis McKenzie – Brought up the topic of financial transparency.  He mentioned that the 
Board had decided that at this point the financials would not be placed on the website but 
that the Mayor had ignored the Board’s decision and asked for the topic to be placed on the 
agenda again. There was audible confusion from several Board Members.  Dennis asked 
the Mayor why he felt it necessary for the Board to discuss it again. He asked the Mayor 
why he felt he had the right to do that.  The Mayor stated that if the Board had voted 
against it, that the issue was dead and then reiterated his feelings on the importance of 
governmental transparency. Dennis berated the Mayor for wasting taxpayer money and 
ignoring the Board’s decisions. It was pointed out by the Mayor that by 2015 all cities 
would be required to publish their financials monthly.  Dennis protested that 2015 isn’t 
2014.  And he continued his berating telling the Mayor that he didn’t know how much 
power the Mayor thinks he has. He continued harshly criticizing the Mayor and yelling 
about how the Mayor has no real authority and is overstepping his bounds.  Dennis 
used the word “Bullshit” many times to describe the Mayor’s actions. Mayor Kowallis 
calmly assured Dennis that he would be happy to sit down with him in private and address 
his concerns. Dennis said he would never sit down with the Mayor to discuss his feelings. 
Dennis continued on and finally Brenda Kozlowski made a motion to adjourn the meeting, 
this was seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Meeting was adjourned.
Meeting adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
