Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Prayer:  Mayor Kowallis

Meeting Minutes:   Several changes were made to the Meeting Minutes presented.  Several words were stricken describing the emotion of last month’s meeting.  A motion to approve the Meeting Minutes for March, as amended, was made by Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.  
Financial Reports:   The Financial Reports for March were discussed and the Recorder was asked by the Mayor to change the wording on another category to Heber Light and Power instead of Heber Power & Light.  With that the Financials were approved with a motion made by Wayne Winterton, and then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous. 
Mayor Kowallis Remarks:   Mayor Kowallis began by stating how he hated bringing this subject up once again.  He further commented that he felt the behavior of the Board at the last meeting was unacceptable and felt things could be done better than in the past.  He also said that he had met with the Town Attorney, Mark Smedley, and was told that some of the things said were close to slander.  Mayor Kowallis also called Lyle Stott the next day and apologized for the Board’s behavior towards him and expressed his concern. 

Mayor Kowallis then explained that he felt that being on the Town Board was an honorable position and that each member should strive to act as honorable as possible.  He mentioned some Rules of Civility written by George Washington and made comment about those.  It was mentioned that those rules focus on how to treat other people.  He read several of the rules and closed his comments.
Brian Preece Remarks Regarding Rules of Order and Procedure: Brian Preece showed the cover of a ULCT Powers and Duties Manual where the elected officials who were fighting over a children’s parade.  He commented that this was a very common occurrence.  Brian then educated the Board regarding what acts the Town is responsible for defending its Board members which means anything that is NOT done fraudulently, or is considered willful misconduct.  He then spoke about respecting each other.  Spirited debate is acceptable  but after a vote is taken then all feelings should be set aside and respect and goodwill prevail again.  
Ordinance #2014-01 – Adoption of Rules of Order and Procedure:  The discussion regarding Ordinance #2014-01 was open for discussion.  There was some discussion regarding the possibility of imposing a fine on Board Members who severely exceed the limits civility.  Brenda Kozlowski stated that she felt that is unnecessary and that each read and understood the position.  A motion to accept Ordinance #2014-01 as written, was made by Wayne Winterton and seconded by Brenda Kozlowski.  This ordinance was written to be recommitted to at the beginning of each year. A roll call vote was taken.

Rachel Kahler – Heber Valley Chamber of Commerce: Rachel Kahler introduced herself as the event and marketing manager of Heber Valley Tourism and Economic Development.  She is trying to coordinate the efforts of the entire valley and it’s organizations for the many huge events that occur here.  Rachel proposed that Charleston Town charge a $25 events fee so that event sponsors do not exploit the Charleston area. She also explained that the County is charging a $100 fee for large events and asked for the support of the Charleston Town Board.  
Non-Profit Groups Use of the Town Hall: Cami Warren approached the Board about using the Town Hall for her non-profit children’s performance group.  She presented a proposal outlining what the group would pay for using the facility.  After some discussion and questioning by the Board it was decided that a trial run would occur for an 8 week block. A motion to allow this was made by Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Wayne Winterton.  The voting was unanimous except for Dennis McKenzie. The Recorder was instructed to write up a contract for Cami’s group.
Dennis Back – Stott/Back/Strickland Proposed Subdivision:  Dennis Back came before the Town Board to present a revision of the subdivision plan presented by Lyle Stott, his partner.  Brian Preece reminded the Board that the plan is a concept plan and had no binding effect upon the Town.  He further commented that if the plan meets the Town’s ordinances that the developer cannot be denied the right to subdivide according to law.   
After reviewing the plat several determinations were made.  1) The lots, as drawn, do not meet the frontage requirement 2) The subdivision needs a secondary access  3) The specification on the plat are unreadable 4) There is a waste water problem  5) The Strickland barn could cause a problem with the side lots  5) The major road into the subdivision needs to meet standard street specifications.
Events Committee Upcoming Activities:  The topic of the July 24th race hosted by Dr. Ryan Taylor was discussed.  Last year’s problem of having racers participating in the breakfast without any notification or compensation is an issue for this year’s celebration.  It was recommended by Wayne Winterton that all town residents would receive a ticket and allowed to eat breakfast for free.  All of the runners would be charged $3.00 per person for the breakfast.  
The Larsen’s are hosting a kite flying event on their property on April 26th.   No one from the Events Committee had spoken to the Larsens.  The Board decided that the best way to handle the event was to encourage resident attendance but not sponsor the event.  The Recorder was asked to announce the activity on the website and send out a reminder via email.  
Brent Broadhead – Discussion Regarding Property Adjacent to Max and Grace Broadhead Home:   Brent Broadhead told the other Board Members that his father is at the end of his life and some decisions needed to be made concerning the property located to the side and back of his parent’s property.  In order to subdivide they would need to come in and get a small subdivision application which would tell them exactly what they would need to do.  
Misc. and Committee Reports:   


Public Works- Brady Probst said that he would like to get an official bid for Probst Lane. It 
was decided that Wes Johnson from Horrocks Engineering would look at the road and 
make recommendations on what process would be the best for that road.  Brady also 
reported that at the UDOT meeting he attended regarding the Charleston Bridge  they 
stated that there were no real structural problems with the bridge but that it only needed to 
have debris cleaned up around it.  


Brenda Kozlowski- Said she is still working on the clothing allowance list. 
Meeting adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
