Meeting called to order at 7:04 p.m. 
Opening Prayer:  Wayne Winterton
Pledge of Allegiance:  Brent Broadhead
Public Hearing- C Clearly Window Cleaning Business License:  It was discovered that the C Clearly Window Cleaning Business is located just over the Charleston Town boundary and does not qualify for a business license.  Therefore, this item was dropped from the agenda.
Public Hearing – Continental Leasing/Don Robertson Annexation:  A public hearing was opened at 7:05 p.m. in order to hear comments regarding the possible annexation of property on Hwy 189 and it was discovered that Don Robertson had not yet arrived. Board Member Winterton asked that the public hearing be closed and postponed until later in the evening in order to give Mr. Robertson a chance to arrive.
Joe Dunbeck & Blain Stewart:  The representatives from Heber Light and Power spoke to the Mayor beforehand and asked to have their presentation postponed until another time and a work meeting was scheduled for May 13th at 6:00 p.m.  
Meeting Minutes:  A motion to approve the April’s Meeting Minutes, was made by Brenda Kozlowski, and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  

Monthly Financial Report:  The Financial Reports for April were discussed and a few questions asked in regards to the reoccurring bills.  With that the Financials were approved with a motion made by Wayne Winterton, and then seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Preliminary Budget Proposal for FY 2015:  The preliminary budget for FY 2015 was presented to the Town Board for their consideration.  At the next meeting a public hearing will be held and a final determination made.  
Recorder Report  1) Road Revenue Bond   2) Heber Valley Half Marathon:  1) The Recorder explained the difference between the Road Bond from Zion’s Bank and the loan from the State Division of Finance for the improvements on the Town Hall and Park Pavilion.  It was discovered that monies deposited in the PTIF (Public Treasurers Insured Fund) for the last payment on the Road Bond were in excess of what was required by contract.  It was decided to take the excess $16,000 and have it applied to the principal of the loan.  The Recorder reported that the transaction had been complete and she would give an update on the new payment schedule at the next meeting. 
A discussion ensued about how the Mayor would like to pay off the Road Bond and had figured out that the town was paying 11% on the loan.  Brent Broadhead said that he did not agree with the Mayor about his figures.  Dennis McKenzie said that he believed any extra money needed to be placed towards fixing the roads.  Brenda Kozlowski and Wayne Winterton agreed with Dennis.  Brady Probst mentioned that he had found a year to year plan on which roads needed to be fixed.  He said that 2900 W. was scheduled for this year.  Two bids were taken one from Geneva ($37,000) and one from Morgan ($36,500).  The current monies available for road work aren’t enough to cover the cost of fixing that road.  A motion to take $18,000 from the General Fund and allocate it towards fixing 2900 S., AND to authorized the Mayor to sign a contract with Geneva for the repair was made by Brenda Kozlowski, which was then  seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.   2) An informational map of the Heber Valley Half Marathon was given to the Board Members.  Part of the run goes through Charleston. The Recorder then asked the Board to please keep any small tasks that aren’t immediate to themselves until the budget hearings are over.  She said she is becoming overwhelmed with tasks and needs to focus on writing the Resolutions and Ordinances associated with next month’s agenda.
Public Works  1) Weed & Feed Bids    2) Road and Fence Bid     3) Barn Swallow Problem   4) Change of Work Schedule:  1) A bid of $1365 for fertilizing the three main grassy areas of the Township was given by Rocky Mountain Weed and Feed.  A motion to accept the bid was made by Dennis McKenzie and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  The voting was unanimous.  2) A bid of $1500 was given to the Town Board for the resurfacing of the gym floor.  A discussion of what was needed ensued and it was decided that it could be done in July.  A motion to accept this bid was made by Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.  It was also mentioned by Brady Probst that the cemetery fence had fallen over.  He said that he had spoken to the Frisby’s and they agreed to pay for half.  A bid from B&L Landscaping was given depending upon what style was chosen.  The Board chose to have a chain link fence installed with vinyl slats. Brady was instructed to speak with the Frisbys and determine what they would like.  

3) Brady Probst informed the Board what has been done in regards to fixing the siding on the building so that no nesting would occur this year by barn swallows.  4)  The possibility of Brady working 4 ten-hour shifts instead of 5 eight-hour shifts was discussed.  It was decided to allow Brady Probst  this flexible work schedule during the summer months.
Right-of-Way Appraisal Proposal:  Mayor Kowallis brought the topic before the other Board members the possibility of selling or leasing the unused right-of-ways owned by the Town.  The Board members had strong feelings against this being done and expressed their desire to keep the right-of-ways as they currently are.  They voted to neither have the property appraised nor leased.
The public hearing regarding the possible annexation of the Continental Leasing/Don Robertson property was opened again at 8:47 p.m.  Janet Winters, Charleston resident, asked for more information regarding this property.  Don Robertson was not present so her questions could not be answered.  The public hearing was closed at 8:55 p.m.  The Recorder asked the Board to table this issue until Mr. Roberston could be present to represent himself.   A motion to do so was made by Brent Broadhead and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  

Misc. and Committee Reports:  

Dennis McKenzie – Reported that the Cemetery Ordinance would be presented next month 
for the other’s consideration.  


Brenda Kozlowski – Gave her report regarding the clothing allowance and how she 
determined what allotment should be. The Board and Brady Probst were satisfied with her 
report and chose to adopt it as official policy.


Mayor Kowallis – Mentioned he had been approached by a youth group regarding their 
helping out in the Town somehow.  It was decided the group would be under the direction 
of the Public Works Department who would decide which projects to have them do.  

Meeting adjourned at 9:12 p.m.
