Work Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

Heber Light and Power Presentation:  Representatives from Heber Light and Power came to discuss the rate increase that will be presented at a public hearing this month.  A letter was sent out to all town and area residents inviting them to attend. Blain Stewart, General Manager, began the presentation by giving a short history of the company.  He also gave the generation capacity, recognitions for safety (5 years without an accident), and the costs for energy rates.  Jason Norlan, Generation Manager, spoke next and outlined the company’s strategic plan and goals for the next 5 years.  Bart Miller, Finance Manager, gave the budget projections and the proposed rate increase base charge and tier rates.  The commercial rate structure will change as well and those details were given.   A few closing remarks were given by the General Manager and then the public was asked for any comments.  Jeff Besendorfer asked about past rate increases and then this portion of the meeting ended. 

July 24th Farmer’s Market:  Rachel Kahler asked if the Town was planning on holding a farmer’s market during their Pioneer Days festivities.  This was presented to the Board by the Recorder for their determination.  Board Member Winterton commented that he was concerned about the possible liability associated with the event and the insurance coverage involved.  The Board decided that they were not bothered by small vendors and would like to add a few more every year.  The possibility of adding a hotdog and hamburger booth was discussed.  It was decided that it would be opened up for town resident vendors only.  The Recorder was asked to send out a notice to the Town Residents of this opportunity.
