ORDINANCE NUMBER 2014-04
AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A CAPITAL PROJECT FUND – TOWN HALL
Pursuant to Section  10-5-113 of the Utah Code Annotated, and other pertinent provisions of the laws of the State of Utah, there is hereby provided for and established a Capital Projects (Improvement) Fund for financing the cost of planning, construction, improvement, and repairs relating to the Town Hall of Charleston Town, Utah.
PART I.  ACCOUNTING & BUDGETING

All monies received and disbursed from this fund will be accounted for and budgeted in accordance with the Uniform Fiscal Procedures Act for Utah cities.  The monies received into the Fund will be designated specifically for the planning, construction, improvement, and repair of the Charleston Town Hall, and will be maintained on a restricted fund balance basis to be used only for the purpose so specified.  
PART II.  FUNDING


Under the direction of the budget authority of the Town Board, monies will be provided from the following source:

PART III.  TIME PERIOD


Under the direction and authority of the Town Board, the projects authorized by this ordinance are to proceed as monies are available.  Unless otherwise provided, completion of the projects will be accomplished within ten budget years from this ordinance.    
PART IV.  EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall become effective on the day following passage by the Town Board.
