Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Opening Prayer:  Mayor Kowallis
Pledge of Allegiance:  Dennis McKenzie
County EMS & Fire Department Yearly Update:  Ernie Giles, and Clair Provost reported to the Town Board regarding the services provided to the county residents within the last year which included 614 Calls.  This department owns 7 ambulances and employs 35 paramedics. They are proud of the service provided this county’s residents.
Elsa Knight – Non-Conforming Lot Discussion:  Elsa Knight approached the Board and said she has been speaking to Brent Broadhead regarding the non-conformity of the parcel she just obtained in a divorce.  She commented that she believed it was buildable for 20 years and has recently discovered this is not the case.  The lot initially was one piece and then was separated on the tax records of the County as two separate parcels.  Ms. Knight said that the parcels are .71 and .87 acres as was uncovered in a recent survey. This would make both lots non-conforming and unbuildable.  She also stated that she did not bring her documentation from the Health Department and Charleston Town which she says indicates that the lot is buildable.  Ms. Knight said that she feels she has encountered hostility while trying to get information about its conformity.  
The Board told Ms. Knight that the proper channel is to present her documentation and proof of conformity to the Recorder who will then present it to our planner for further consideration and determination.  

Joe Dunbeck – Heber Light & Power Organizational Agreement:  Cancelled.
Meeting Minutes:   The June Meeting Minutes were approved with a motion from Brenda Kozlowski, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous

Monthly Financials:  There were questions and some discussion as to whether or not the town attorney is on a retainer, which he is not.  A motion to accept the financial reports for June was made by Dennis McKenzie, and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.
Resolution #2014-07/ Final Tax Rate Approval for 2014:  There was a question regarding the final tax rate.  Brent Broadhead presented a paper from April that said the final tax rate is .001049.  The number provided to the Recorder by the County said the rate for 2014 will be .001114.  It was protested that the number was incorrect.  Due to illness the Recorder could not attend the meeting so she was called and asked regarding the discrepancy.  She explained this is the rate at which the revenue is coming into the town not the rate the residents are being taxed at.  She further stated 

that she would check with the county again to make sure this is correct and that it is a formality required by the State of Utah and not a determining of the citizens property tax rate.  With that explanation a motion was made to accept Resolution #2104-07 pending a recheck of the tax rate percentage was made by Brent Broadhead and seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting is as follows:

Ordinance #2014-02/ Continental Leasing Annexation Revote:  Mayor Kowallis stated that he needed to readdress this topic due to several mistakes made at the last meeting.  The Recorder misinterpreted the voting criteria of a quorum vote as being a majority of the voters and not the board itself.  Mayor Kowallis also stated he did not take the advice given of calling the absent members to obtain their vote as is the right of every board member.  Brent Broadhead said that he felt that a phone vote was illegal and wanted the documentation to prove otherwise.   A heated discussion ensued regarding the ability of a board member to vote by phone.  Brent Broadhead stated that he would protest and give a written statement.  Mayor Kowallis asked Ms. Kozlowski to call Wayne Winterton for his vote.  He was unable to be reached at that moment so the Mayor tabled this topic until next month.  There was more heated discussion regarding this decision of the Mayor.  There was more discussion about the appearance of the property and water access.   

Doolin Berm Discussion Regarding Ordinance Compliance:  It was decided by the Board to send Mr. Doolin a letter stating that the Berm Ordinance would be strictly enforced on the berms located on the canal now while he is making improvements to his property.  
July 24th Celebration:   The details for the 24th Breakfast were discussed by Brenda Kozlowski.  It was decided that the food would be ordered through the same supplier as Peg McKenzie.  Assignments were made to each board member and it was decided that Wayne and Brenda would arrive at 6:15 a.m. and everyone else at 6:30 a.m.  The announcement flyer was discussed as well and changes made.
Staff and Committee Reports:   It was suggested that a gift card be given to Wayne Winterton and his new wife.
