Don Robertson – Possible Annexation of continental Leasing Property-   The public hearing on this topic was held last month but there was a miscommunication and Don Robertson did not attend so the vote was tabled until this meeting. Mayor Kowallis asked if anyone wanted to entertain a motion to vote on this issue.  Brent Broadhead said that he would like to discuss the issue further.  He stated that he had concerns regarding water and distance of a fire hydrant from the property.  Brent mentioned that the last annexation with the Peterson property had issues with fire flow.  The Mayor commented that the water is obtainable for that property, it is just an issue of Mr. Peterson piping and looping it appropriately before any building occurs. Mr. Robertson said that he had wells which would supply all of his water needs. Mr. Robertson was asked by Brent what flow he is currently getting from his well.  There was some discussion between Mr. Robertson and Brent Broadhead regarding who would supply the water to the property if annexed into the Town in relation to fire protection.  Brent Broadhead said that he would feel more comfortable voting yes on this annexation if the water issue/ fire flow was resolved before annexation is finalized. The Recorder mentioned that annexation does not include water issues because the water is handled by a special service district. It is an issue the SSD will deal with before any building occurs and is a separate issue from annexation.   Brenda Kozlowski made a motion to take a vote on the annexation of the Continental Leasing – Don Robertson property into the Charleston Town boundaries.  It was seconded by Mayor Kowallis. Elsa Knight/Pete Knight Property – Non-Conforming Lot Update:  Town Board Member Brent Broadhead asked that this item be placed on the agenda.  This was due to inquiries to him, by the canal company, regarding whether or not this parcel is considered a buildable lot.  The Recorder explained the situation and there was some discussion regarding the acreage of the parcel and what Brian Preece and she had determined to be the history and outcome of their investigation.  It was determined that the lot is non-conforming due to the fact that the lot had not been subdivided properly, as stated by the previous owner, Paul Trunnell.  There is a lack of any applications or Meeting Minutes from the Town Board or Planning Commission indicating that had happened.  Mr. Trunnell, had apparently gone to the County and split the lot into two parcel.  By building on the child parcel (2nd parcel) it would make both the parent parcel (original parcel) 
and the child parcel illegal non-conforming lots and therefore out of compliance with the Charleston Town Land Use Ordinances.  Kasey Farfel, who lives across from this lot made clear to the Board her displeasure at the possibility of another home being built on that lot.
