Meeting Minutes :  The August Meeting Minutes were approved with a motion from Brent Broadhead, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous

Financial Documents:  The August Financial Documents were approved, with questions, by a motion from Brent Broadhead, seconded by Wayne Winterton  .  Voting was unanimous

Public Comment:  Don Ford, Charleston resident, complimented Brady on how nice the town park and cemetery looks.  
Heber Light and Power Organizational Agreement:   The Mayor explained that he would like the Town Board to vote on the agreement that was presented last month by the attorney for HL&P.  A motion to accept as presented was made by Dennis, seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.  Mayor Kowallis was asked by Dennis McKenzie as to why the dividend money was turned back for this quarter by the mayors of the shareholding towns.  Mayor Kowallis explained that there wasn’t any extra money to pay out for dividends.  He also stated that this would encourage the management to make the necessary changes to balance the budget, and that it was the right thing to do.   There was some discussion regarding the situation at HL&P.  
Resolution #2014-08: Electronic Meeting Policy Update:  This resolution was presented to the Board as clarification of an earlier resolution passed in 2007.  It gives more details bringing this resolution up to date with State law.  There was some debate about if this resolution is needed.  Brent Broadhead stated that if a board member couldn’t be present at the meeting then they shouldn’t be able to vote.  Mayor Kowallis explained that the only real right as a Town Board Member is the right to vote and they should be able to do so under the circumstances listed in this resolution.  With that a motion to approve Resolution 2014-08 was made by Wayne Winterton, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  A roll-call vote was taken.

Public Works:  1) Sprinklers for Park – Brady Probst recommended that a capital improvement fund be set up for the installation of sprinklers in the park.  He explained that he felt it was needed in order to save water and time.  Dennis McKenzie said that the thought it was an excellent idea. The Recorder mentioned that the fund was already set up but lacked money. Brady continued saying that he bid it out and it would be around $20,000 for supplies and labor.  The Board agreed that if there was any money left over at the end of the fiscal year they would vote to put $5,000 in the Park Improvement Fund. 2) Road Weight Limit Signs for 3600 South – There was discussion regarding three codes Brady had investigated that gave confusing guidelines on what the Town can do to deter trucks from traveling on 3600 South.  Brady recommended that the speed limit be set at 25 mph on that road and that the signs on the east and west end of 3600 South be made the same.  This will be discussed further at a future Town Board Meeting.
