Meeting Minutes
 
Town Board Members Present:  Mayor Bob Kowallis; Presiding; Wayne Winterton, Brent Broadhead, Dennis McKenzie, & Brenda Kozlowski

Meeting called to order at 7:02 p.m. 
Opening Prayer: Brenda Kozlowski  
Pledge of Allegiance:  Mayor Kowallis
Meeting Minutes :  The September Meeting Minutes were approved with a motion from Brent Broadhead, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.  During this discussion the Mayor brought up three separate items he felt were appropriate to consider at this time. 1) Sprinklers in the Park 2) Dump trucks traveling down 3600 South 3) Tree problem on 2400 South.  The Mayor mentioned the Capital Improvement Fund (CIF) for sprinklers at the Park and he would like to put money into all the CIF’s at the end of the fiscal year if money is available.  He would also like a flyer to take to Staker & Parson letting the trucks know that 3600 South is not an appropriate route for heavy loads. Finally, the large tree on 2400 South needs trimming. It was decided that the necessary removal would be done after the leaves had dropped from the tree, exposing the limbs. 
Financial Documents:  The September Financial Documents were approved, with questions about expenses on truck repairs, by a motion from Brent Broadhead, seconded by Wayne Winterton.  Voting was unanimous.  The Mayor explained that he will be gone for the next few check signings. He indicated that he would like another signer on the Town account besides him and Brenda.  He asked Wayne to be that signer.    
Public Comment:  No Comment
Health Department Yearly Report – Dr. Neal Burton:  The last health board was disbanded about 18 months ago.  Since then it has been reorganized and Dr. Burton sits as the Charleston Town representative.  He gave statistics about how health departments have helped increase the life expectancy rate by 25 years. It was mentioned that Wasatch County is the 4th healthiest county in the state.  Finally, Dr. Burton, highly complimented Randall Probst for his leadership abilities as the new department head.    

New Zealand Basketball Team/ Brad Pelo – Proposal for Use of Facilities: Mr. Pelo mentioned that his son, Matthew, is in New Zealand serving an LDS mission.  Matthew has been helping to organize and coach a basketball team there.  This NZ team is coming to the United States to play in a tournament.  Mr. Pelo petitioned the Board to allow this team to practice in the Town Hall the three days before Thanksgiving, without cost.  The Board was happy to grant his request and made it known they welcome the opportunity to help these youth.

Mike Peterson Purposed Flag Pole on Commercial Development:  Mr. Peterson did not show but the Board addressed the topic that he wanted to discuss with them.  The Recorder explained that Mr. Peterson wants to install a very tall pole and large United States flag on the corner of his commercial property.  He also would like help paying for it.  It was undetermined if a flag pole had to comply with the height restrictions in Charleston Town Land Use Ordinances.  Brian Preece advised that a flag pole and American flag cannot be regulated.  After some discussion it was decided that the Town would not help pay for a flag or pole but would gladly donate a pole previously in its possession. This was done with a motion from Brenda Kozlowski and seconded by Brent Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous. The Board did, however, decided they would gladly help with the cost of the declaration rock which will be located on the property deeded to the Town by Mr. Peterson.  
Employee Policy Update:  The employee policy is being updated and new sections regarding harassment added.  Each board member will be given a copy of the changes made and asked to review.  Their suggestions are encouraged.  Another discussion regarding telephone reimbursement was made.  The Recorder was asked to look into the costs of having a separate phone for the public works department.   
Christmas Town Party Menu & Dates:  The date for the Town Christmas party was set for December 1, 2014 at 6:00 p.m.  The menu will be as follows:  sliced roast beef, baked potatoes, salad, rolls, cake and ice cream.  The executive board’s party will be December 18th at Dock of the Bay.  The Recorder will make up both invitations.
Staff & Committee Reports: 


Brenda Kozlowski – May not be here for board meeting in November.

Mayor Kowallis – May be in Georgia for November’s meeting. The new road on 2900 South 

has some uneven spots.  A planer will be brought down and those spots corrected. 

Organizational Agreement for HL&P received a favorable vote.  Heber City did not 

accept concept for reintroduction of agreement.  Provisions were introduced that 


would allow any vote to pass by a majority vote of 2 out of 3.  This is due to conflicts 

within the Council of Heber City.
