Meeting called to order at 7:01 p.m.

Meeting Minutes :  The Meeting Minutes from February were reviewed by the Board and Kozlowski asked about comments she made regarding snow plowing not being in the minutes from last month.  She asked the Recorder why her comments were not accurately reflected. The Recorder said that she had been instructed by the Mayor not to put anything in the minutes that could reflect negatively upon the Board.  Kozlowski instructed the Recorder to put everything that she says in the meeting minutes in the future and further commented that the minutes need to be complete and reflect what is on the audio recording.   There was then some discussion on this topic and it was decided to table the approval of February’s Meeting Minutes until next month when Kozlowski’s comments would be added.  
Financial Documents: Dennis McKenzie asked questions about the Questar bill for the public works shop. He stated that it seemed high to him.  After some discussion a motion to approve the financial reports for February was made by Brent Broadhead, seconded by Dennis McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.

Resolution #2015-04  Enterprise Zone Adoption:   Resolution #2015-04 was presented for the Board’s adoption.  This resolution will allow new or existing commercial and industrial businesses in Charleston to apply for state tax breaks and incentives. Kozlowski also stated for 


the record that by the Mayor using his executive privilege in hiring his 



choice of candidates for the public works position, against the wishes and 



vote of the Board, that she felt disrespected, undermined and would not be 


told what to do or be used as a “puppet on a string.”  To this McKenzie 



stated that he agreed with what Kozlowski had said.
