Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Meeting Minutes :  The Meeting Minutes from April were reviewed by the Board.  A motion to accept the  Minutes as presented was made by Broadhead, seconded by McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.   
Financial Documents: April’s financial reports were approved with a motion made by Winterton, seconded by Kozlowski and voting was unanimous.  The Recorder explained regarding a new monthly report that was created just for the Board by our accounting software company.  
Stop Signs – Engineering Survey:  It was decided to move this topic to a later time in this meeting.
Public Comment:  None.
Adam Edwards – Eagle Scout Project:   Adam Edwards proposed to the Board that he build park benches for the Town Park on the North and East side of the playground. Adam mentioned that he had secured donations for the materials needed, through ProBuild. He presented several drawings and material options.  In the end with a motion by Winterton, the Board approved bench design number one, with the material and stain color to be decided by Adam.  This was seconded by Broadhead. Voting was unanimous.
Ken Probst – Use of Cemetery Water:  Mr. Probst told the Board that he had made an agreement with the land owner to put 15 cows and calves on property adjacent to the cemetery.  A watering trough has been set up to provide the cows with water, with the water being obtained from the cemetery shares.  He offered to pay the town $50 for the use of the water this summer season.  A motion to approve the use of the cemetery water for $50 this year, to be renegotiated every year, was made by Kozlowski, seconded by McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.
Fiscal Year 2016 Budget Proposal: A draft of the 2016 FY Budget was present to the Board Members.  They were asked to look over the numbers presented by the Mayor during the month and come back with any comments or suggestions.  The public hearing will be held in June to ratify the budget.
Resolution #2015-06: Planning Commission Appointment:  A motion to accept the name of  Michael Smith as an alternate member on the Planning Commission was made by Broadhead, seconded by McKenzie.  Voting is as follows:

Stop Signs – Engineering Survey:  This item was addressed at this point in the meeting.  Mayor Kowallis gave a brief chronology of the decisions made by the Board in regard to the placing of stop signs on 2400, 3000, and 3600 South.  (See attachment)  He also included several emails he had received in protest of such signs.  The time was turned over to Winterton to give his findings of fact in support of the Town placing such signs.  These finding are taken from the Uniform Traffic Control Manual.  Some criteria that applies to rural communities for controlling traffic are 1) Need to control left-hand turns and 2) Determent of vehicle/pedestrian conflicts.  Deputy Lazenby was supposed to report his findings at this meeting but was unable to attend. He would have reported the following according to Winterton:  On 2400 South there have been 15 accidents with 4 injuries in the last 10 years.  4 traffic accidents with injuries on 3600 South and on 3000 South there have been 3 accidents without injuries.  It was mentioned that the placing of stop signs on 2400 South have decreased the speed on that road immensely.  
Kozlowski mentioned that in the last meeting the Board had voted to have a survey done up to a cost of $6000.  She questioned as to why that had not been done and said she felt that until that survey was done the stop signs should stay.  Brian Preece mentioned that the Board has the right to place stop signs where they see fit but for liability’s sake a study would be wise.  There was much discussion, some heated, about the pulling of signs from certain intersections and making a study of others.  
A motion was made to pull the stop signs from 3600 and 3000 South and do a study on 2400 South only.  This motion was made by Broadhead seconded by McKenzie.  Voting is as follows:
