Town Board Members Present:   Mayor Bob Kowallis; Presiding;  Brent Broadhead, Dennis McKenzie, & Brenda Kozlowski.

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Meeting Minutes :  The Meeting Minutes from July were reviewed by the Board.  A motion to accept the Minutes as presented was made by Kozlowski, seconded by Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  
Financial Documents: July’s financial reports were approved with a motion made by Kozlowski, seconded by Broadhead and voting was unanimous.  
Public Comment:  None.
Jason Norlan: Heber Light and Power Case for Rate Increase-   Mr. Norlan presented a document detailing the new rate structure for small, medium, and large scale businesses.  This restructuring should save the small business money and place an enormous increase on large commercial businesses.  
Clarification of Salary Increases for Employees and Board from July –  Mayor Kowallis clarified his remarks from last month regarding the increase in salaries for staff and board members.  He commented that he did not intend for there to be an increase in board stipend.  But merely an increase for paid employees of 5%.  At this time, Kozlowski stated that she had a problem with what the Mayor had proposed with Hendrickson getting a $1.00 raise per hour, as part of his probationary completion, as well as the 5%.  She believes that he should get one or the other, not both.  McKenzie agreed with Kozlowski, but Broadhead said he thinks Hendrickson should get both.  After some discussion a motion was made by Kozlowski to give Hendrickson the $1.00 per hour raise but not the 5% increase.  This was seconded by McKenzie.  Broadhead abstained from the vote which is a No Vote and Kowallis voted Yes.  
MAG Trails Plan Committee Appointment-  Mayor Kowallis explained that MAG was holding meetings regarding the trail system in Wasatch County.  MAG was going to appoint someone in our behalf but the Mayor as well as the Board felt that they should have that power. Several names were presented as possible representatives.  They are; Casey Farfel, Kay Shean, Scott Enos, Renae Green.   The Mayor will speak with these citizens and a resolution appointing someone to that Committee will be presented in September. 
Recorder Schedule Change for Semester-  The Recorder mentioned that she is in her last year of college and has to attend classes at the UVU campus in Orem.  Unfortunately, she needs to leave at noon on Monday’s in order to arrive promptly.  Options for coverage of the office were discussed and Kozlowski offered to stay until 1 p.m. on Mondays.  
24th of July Celebration Report-  Kozlowski reported that she believes that the breakfast was well attended by the town residents.  She estimates that there were 111 residents in 2015, and 85 in 2014.  What supplies needed to be increased, such as chocolate milk and hash browns, and the associated costs were discussed.  Kozlowski thanked the McKenzies for donating the ice, ketchup, and oil for the potatoes.  It was requested that Dr. Ryan Taylor come before the Board before next  year’s event.  Mayor Kowallis said he would like to see the farmer’s market be reinstated.  The possibility of opening it up to vendors from outside the community was discussed.
