Meeting Minutes: The Meeting Minutes from September were reviewed by the Board.  The Mayor asked that two changes be made.  A motion to accept the minutes as presented was made by Kozlowski, seconded by Broadhead.  Voting was unanimous.  
Financial Documents: Questions about costs associated with attorney fees were asked. The Recorder was asked to remove the name of the parties to which the legal action had been directed.   September’s financial reports were approved with a motion made by Broadhead, seconded by Winterton and voting was unanimous.  
Public Comment:  Zack Johnson, from the WHS US Government Class, introduced himself and was welcomed to the board meeting.  
Resolution #2015-11: Appointment to Wasatch County Trails Committee – Mayor Kowallis explained that he had several choices for appointment to the trails committee.  Ultimately, Renee Green was asked to serve on that committee.  The Mayor said that he was unsure if she had been attending those meetings and moved to forgo the voting on Resolution #2015-11 for the time being.  
Report Regarding Trails Committee: Renee Green – She was not present and no report was given. 
Public Hearing on Land Use Ordinance Update:  The public hearing regarding the amending of the Land Use Ordinance, specifically the sign section, was opened at 7:11 p.m.  Due to a lack of public comment the public hearing was closed at 7:12 p.m. 
Ordinance #2015-03: Land Use Ordinance Update -   The Mayor explained that the revisions to this ordinance were approved by the Planning Commission at their last meeting.  The Recorder listed the specific changes that were made including the addition of the word “vehicle” on page 18.  On page 32 the zoning administrator was given more power to make decisions regarding signs.  Broadhead stated that he felt that the Town Board should have the power to make such decisions and though that those would be things the ZA would feel uncomfortable doing.  He also mentioned that he did not like the addition of the word “vehicle” on page 18.  It was explained that the addition of that word was only in reference to the definitions that come later in the ordinance.  
Winterton said that he feels like it give that portion more teeth with the addition of the word vehicle.  A motion to accept the changes to the Land Use Ordinance was made by Kozlowski, seconded by McKenzie.  Voting as follows:

Backhoe Lease Discussion and Vote:  Broadhead explained that he doesn’t like the concept of leasing.  He said that he thinks that another option should be considered such as 1) Keep the current one and service it 2) Contract with other entities to dig graves for the town.  He also mentioned that the contract says there has to be training on the new machine.  Mayor Kowallis stated that the training comes with the leasing of the backhoe.  A discussion commenced regarding insurance costs for the machine which is less than $200 year.  Mayor Kowallis also said that in the last meeting Broadhead had voted that if everyone was in agreement with the terms of the lease the mayor would sign the contract for the new backhoe.  Broadhead said that he would like to change his vote to an abstention.  
Road Update: David Hendricksen:   Hendricksen stated that the cleanup of large asphalt and shouldering should be completed on 2400 south very soon.  The crack seal company was unable to complete the job due to the loss of several employees.  They will complete the job in the spring.  Hendricksen also mentioned that the road on the east side of the park is looking poorly.  After some discussion it was decided that the road would be closed during the winter and only plowed as far as to let residents, on that road, to exist their driveways.  
3000 South Alignment: Mayor Kowallis - The Mayor expressed that there had been a change in plans regarding the 3000 south intersection alignment.  Due to the lack of a plat map from Peterson UDOT could not proceed with the realignment.  There has been an alternative plan where the alignment would impact two adjacent properties, Ed Golub and Don Robertson’s.  The final decision will be made on November 3rd by the appropriate entities.  
Trunk or Treat & Town Christmas Party 2015:  The ‘Trunk or Treat’ held annually by Karol Barney, was approved for use of the building on Oct. 28th.  They only ask that no red punch be served which may stain the carpets.  Also, the Town Christmas Party will be held on December 7th.  Kozlowski and Winterton will make arrangements similar to last year with Day’s Market.
