Meeting Minutes
 
Town Board Members Present:   Mayor Bob Kowallis; Presiding; Brent Broadhead, Brenda Kozlowski, Dennis McKenzie.  Absent: Rob Shallenberger
Staff:  Brian Preece, Town Planner; Ramie Winterton, Town Recorder; David Henricksen & Don Ford, Public Works.  
Meeting called to order at 7:01 p.m. 
Opening Prayer:   Brent Broadhead

Pledge of Allegiance:   Dennis McKenzie
Meeting Minutes: The Meeting Minutes from February were reviewed by the Board.  Broadhead stated that he did not feel that the Minutes were completely accurate in relation to his actions when the Mayor read documents regarding accusations made against him regarding the Kimball Strickland issue from the end of last meeting.  Broadhead insisted that he discouraged the Mayor from reading those.  The exact words spoken by Broadhead to Kowallis were, “You know you are making this a public document by doing this?” Kowallis indicated that he did.  Broadhead then repeated his statement about, “I just need you to know you are making this a public document.” Mayor Kowallis indicated again that he did know.  Then Kowallis began reading a chronology of events. The Minutes from February reflect that occurrence.  A motion to accept the minutes as presented was made by Kozlowski, seconded by McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.  
Financial Documents:  February’s financial reports were approved with a motion made by Kozlowski, seconded by Broadhead. Voting was unanimous.  
Public Comment:  None.  
2015 Financial Review Results- The Recorder explained the findings of the Financial Review, which were mostly in compliance with state statute.  The areas in which Charleston are not in compliance is with the training of its officials and staff. 
Complaint Policy and Adoption/Resolution #2016-08-   Broadhead asked that an official complaint policy be drafted by the Recorder/Planner outlining a procedure for handling complaints from Town citizens.  Broadhead stated that he had spoken with the County Attorney and that the County doesn’t want to get involved in Town business.  He continued by saying the he then spoke to a ULCT attorney who commented that the Town Board has more power than the pope, prophet, or God. It also has the power to interpret guidelines. Broadhead continued by saying that is why there are checks and balances and that one member shouldn’t make all the decisions.  Decisions made need to be a collective decision.  He also said that he likes the complaint policy as written.  More discussion was had between board members about having a written complaint form in order to judge the seriousness of the complainant. The Recorder was asked to draft up an official complaint form.  More discussion ensued about possible protocol.  In the end a motion by Kozlowski to adopt Resolution #2016-18 was made.  This was seconded by McKenzie.  The vote is as follows:

Truck Purchase – Public Works:   It was explained that a truck had come up for sale that the public works department is interested in purchasing for $25,000.  It is a 2000 diesel truck, 7.3 liters with a salter.  It had been inspected and shown to be reliable.  It had been shown to all the Town Board members as well.  Some discussion was had regarding the housing of all the public works vehicles.  A motion was made to purchase said truck by McKenzie, which was seconded by Kozlowski. Voting was unanimous.     
Follow-up on 2400 South Stop Signs:  Hendricksen mentioned that the stop signs on 2400 South were taken out.  A spot was chosen for the new ones which was shown to the Town Board on a map.  The details of putting lights on the signs and associated costs were discussed.  The Mayor described a vision for the signs he had where responsibility for slowing down is put upon the driver.  It was decided upon a sign with simple wording and flashing lights.  
Town History Book Price Reduction:  Mayor Kowallis stated that he believed there are 16-18 cases of the town history book in the attic.  He would like to bring the price down to $15 per book and advertise in the Wasatch Wave and the internet.  It may also be sold at the Town festivities. A motion to do as stated was made by Kozlowski, which was seconded by McKenzie.  Voting was unanimous.   
Utah League of City and Towns Midyear and Annual Conferences:   Mayor Kowallis stated that he felt strongly that with the ULCT holding a conference in the Fall in Salt Lake City, that there was no need for any board members to attend the Spring conference in St. George.  But that if a board member wanted to go that he felt it is reasonable for the Town to pay for the registration fee but not for lodging or mileage. McKenzie stated that he highly recommended Road School held a few weeks after the Spring conference.  There was some debate about the value of attending the St. George conference.  Mayor Kowallis asked someone to entertain a motion that the Salt Lake Fall ULCT Conference be the conference of choice.  This motion was not made nor seconded.  Another motion was made by McKenzie to allow all those whom wanted to attend the ULCT Conference in St. George to do so and have the Town funds pay for their expenses.  This motion was seconded by Kozlowski.  The voting is as follows:

Hendricksen -

The cost would be slightly over the budget and she asked permission to do so.  Also it was suggested that Kozlowski get two more bids in alignment with the Town’s purchasing policy.  A motion was made to allow Kozlowski to move forward with this project was made by Kozlowski, seconded by McKenzie, and voting was unanimous.

A title search was done on property abutting the South end of the cemetery which is Milt Christensen’s property. This may delay the realignment of Hwy 189.  Premitigating money from FEMA is not going to happen.  But the Mayor plans to continue on with hazard mitigation plans.  There have been some questions as to why Charleston Town holds a chair on the Sewer Board.  The Mayor explained that this is due to Charleston Town being a signer on the initial loan.
