Meeting Minutes
 
Town Board Members Present:   Mayor Bob Kowallis; Presiding; Brent Broadhead, Brenda Kozlowski, Dennis McKenzie & Rob Shallenberger.  
Staff:  Brian Preece, Town Planner; Absent: Ramie Winterton, Recorder and David Henricksen, Public Works.
Public: Wayne Thacker, Dallin Larsen, Lynn & Mary King, Sam & Jodi Golen, & Wes Johnson.  

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 

Opening Prayer:   Brenda Kozlowski
Pledge of Allegiance:   Rob Shallenberger
Meeting Minutes:   March’s Minutes were reviewed by the Town Board.  Broadhead asked that one change be made about his comments from that meeting.  Mayor Kowallis asked that the board members giving the prayer and pledge for this month be reversed.  A motion to accept the minutes, with changes, was made by Kozlowski, seconded by Shallenberger.  Voting was unanimous.  
Financial Documents:  March’s financial reports were approved with a motion made by McKenzie, seconded by Shallenberger. Voting was unanimous.  
Public Comment:  None.  
Wayne Thacker/Altering of Cemetery Plots- Mr. Thacker explained the condition of his family plots. They are raised above the normal grade of the other plots.  He asked the Board for permission to redo the lots to make them level and more appealing.  There was discussion on how this was to proceed and the Board approved his request.
Mike Peterson Concept Plan-   Mayor Kowallis explained Mike Peterson’s overall plan for purchasing Ed Golub’s property on 3000 South and how that would impact the Corridor Preservation Agreement and realignment of that intersection.  Kowallis explained that Peterson had taken initiative to call UDOT and make arrangements with them to assist in that objective.  In order to do that it would require that property be annexed into Charleston which would need to include the King and Andreason Properties.  Kowallis explained that Peterson had spoken with the two property owners and offered them $10,000 to offset costs of being annexed and taxed.  It was explained that after some thought the Kings and Andreasons declined Peterson’s offer to which they were offered $10,000 more.  That was also declined.  Kowallis stated that he didn’t want to force others into the community. He continued by stating that the whole purpose for annexation is for the construction of the road realignment.  Dallin Larsen stated that he was not in favor of more commercial buildings in that area as it would block the view of his large home. There was more discussion with the Board as to thoughts about possible annexation.  

Preece explained the process involved in annexation and proceeded to say that the only way to keep development from occurring on that property would be for Mr. Larson to purchase it.  Preece continued to explain that annexation is a way to control development and that the County could 

allow development or Daniel could annex the property and allow development.  After more discussion the Mayor asked the Board if they were comfortable backing away from possible annexation of this property. The Board indicated that this was their wish.  Mayor Kowallis said he would relay the Board’s decision to Mr. Peterson. 
Budget Discussion for Fiscal Year 2017:   Mayor Kowallis and the public works department would like to finish the road on 2400 S.  This will require extra funds to do so.  A number of $61,000 from the General Fund was mentioned.  Hiring a part-time public works man was also discussed and budgeting for that expense.  Purchasing a metal building for the housing of the public works vehicles was mentioned.  The building is a steel, 30x60, one slope unit for $19,000.  Hendricksen was advised to make sure the building met the required snow load.  He said he would supply the Board with more information at a later date. 

The items of public works new truck purchase, and road school were discussed and place under the proceeding agenda items. It was mentioned that next month an Open Meetings Act training will be held with the viewing of David Church’s webinar on this topic. 
Funding of Truck Payment:  It was decided by the Board that the truck purchase would be funded by the General Fund and not the PTIF Cemetery fund.  
Road School:  Mayor Kowallis indicated that he had spoken with McKenzie and it had been realized that it was too late to find accommodations for this year’s ULCT Road School.  Kowallis stated that he felt strongly that the town had a valuable asset in our city engineer, Wes Johnson and that next year the option of attending would be reassessed.
Fire Response Time to Charleston Area:   It was mentioned that there were three fires in the Charleston area, in recent months, that were a total loss.  Discussion ensued regarding the reasons for the losses; possibly poor response time, Charleston’s rural location from current stations, or some other reason.  Broadhead was asked to check into the fire dept. response times and report back to the Board next month.  It was suggested that Ernie Giles or some other representative of the fire dept. come and address this concern.  
Follow-up Items:  July 24th – Shallenberger and Kozlowski said the event was well under control.  Applications had been sent to the vendors. The Charleston Market would be help from 9 a.m. to 10 p.m. Cami Warren had volunteered to over-see the parade and there was a possibility that the McKenzie’s would be a food vendor for this event.  There was some discussion about which day this would be held.  It was decided on Saturday July 23rd.  2400 Sign Status- Hendricksen explained regarding the sign placement.  Public Works Building – Addressed above.  Animal Control Changes - A memo was received stating that the outlying areas of the County would only receive emergency animal control services.  Any complaints would first be addressed by the Sheriff’s Office. Shallenberger said he hadn’t but would look into the matter further and that nothing would be done for the moment.  Recorder’s Vacation- The Recorder would be on vacation May 10-20th.  It was decided she should leave a canned recording on the answering machine directing callers to the appropriate response people.  
Staff & Board Reports: 

Kozlowski-  Reported that the floors in the bathrooms and kitchen had been retiled and encouraged everyone to look at the results.

McKenzie- Nothing

Broadhead-  Nothing

Kowallis – Noted the chair carts that Hendricksen had fabricated for the Town Hall chairs.

Shallenberger – Will be absent for the next 2 meetings.
